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PLANNING CITIES BASED ON GENDER EQUALITY PRINCIPLES: APPROACHES AND EXPERIENCES

Background. Integration of gender mainstreaming into urban planning is essential for achieving social justice, inclusiveness, and
sustainable urban development. Implementing gender equality principles in urban planning enhances the quality of life for all residents. Experiences
from cities worldwide demonstrate the effectiveness and necessity of adopting gender-sensitive approaches to urban planning. The aim of the study
is to explore approaches and positive experiences in city planning based on gender equality, as well as to identify the advantages, challenges, and
opportunities for their application in Ukrainian cities.

Methods. The study draws on diverse sources, including scientific research (articles and monographs), materials and projects from
international organisations, presentations, discussions of initiatives, and expert commentary in the field of urban planning. The results were obtained
using methods of analysis and synthesis, the construction of logical schemes, and SWOT analysis.

Res ults. This article presents the results of a study analysing positive examples of gender mainstreaming projects of varying scales in cities
across the globe. It identifies practices that can be adapted for implementation in Ukraine while outlining the challenges and opportunities associated
with urban planning in the context of gender mainstreaming. A logical framework was developed to conceptualise gender mainstreaming within the
context of creating a gender-just city. The research highlights that integrating gender perspectives into urban planning significantly enhances the
functionality, inclusiveness, safety, accessibility, and comfort of urban spaces for all citizens. To further explore these opportunities, a SWOT analysis
was conducted to identify the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats associated with implementing gender-sensitive approaches in
Ukraine's urban planning processes.

Conclusions. Successful gender-sensitive planning projects demonstrate that addressing the needs of diverse social groups not only
improves the comfort of the urban environment but also fosters social integration. These projects can serve as models for Ukrainian cities, offering
valuable insights for adaptation to local contexts. The findings provide a foundation for developing inclusive and sustainable cities while
strengthening citizen participation in urban planning and governance.

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STUDYING THE PROCESSES OF REVITALIZATION OF INDUSTRIAL AREAS
ON THE EXAMPLE OF KYIV CITY

Background. Kyiv, as the capital of Ukraine, faces the issue of neglected industrial areas that negatively impact the urban
landscape, economy, and ecology. Revitalization processes can become a key element for the sustainable development of the city
in the future. The article aims to explore the current state of industrial areas, their potential for transformation, and the main
directions of revitalization.

Methods. The research is based on a comprehensive approach, including the analysis of statistical data, the study of
successful cases, and field research. A comprehensive approach is applied for conducting revitalization research of industrial
areas, including the following methods: document analysis, field research, cartographic analysis, sociological surveys,
comparative analysis, economic analysis, and environmental assessment.

Results. The economic, social, and environmental aspects of the revitalization process are analyzed to identify prospects
for different areas. Based on the data, strategies for the development of various city districts, taking into account their specifics,
are proposed. By analyzing Ukrainian and foreign sources, the social and economic benefits associated with revitalization,
including the creation of new jobs, business development, crime reduction, and quality of life improvement, are examined. The
main problematic points remain financial costs, corruption, and lack of interest from authorities.

Conclusions. The conclusions present strategies for the optimal use of urban areas through revitalization from
environmental and social perspectives. It is important that revitalization allows for the preservation of historical heritage, ensuring
the stability of Kyiv's development. The research results can serve as a basis for further revitalization projects of urban areas in
Ukraine, contributing to the improvement of the urban environment and the integration of modern practices into urban planning.

Background

Modern cities, both large and small, face a range of
various issues driven by globalization. These challenges
relate to phenomena such as unemployment, urban sprawl,
social alienation, criminalization, economic instability, and
more. Ukrainian cities, particularly Kyiv, also experience
several problematic aspects. One of Kyiv's distinct features
is its urban sprawl due to the construction of residential
areas, industrial complexes, and commercial spaces around
the city's borders. Although the speed and scale of
construction in the metropolitan region are expanding, the
capital has neglected areas within the city.

One of the issues is the significant proportion of
industrial zones that are not fully utilized or remain entirely
idle. Kyiv has a substantial share of non-functioning
industrial buildings, former factories, and partially ruined
architectural structures inherited from the Soviet Union.
Former industrial zones with residential districts for workers
were previously located on the outskirts of the city. With the
expansion of the city and the shift from a planned to a market
economy, these industrial areas ended up inside the city and
ceased to serve their original functions. Abandoned
industrial sites pose a risk by potentially increasing criminal
activity, thus deteriorating both the appearance of the urban
environment and safety in the area.

To prevent these problems, it is necessary to use the
available land efficiently. This may include the
modernization and launch of safe and environmentally
friendly enterprises or the reorganization of spaces for other
functions. In developed countries, the repurposing of such
areas through the revitalization of industrial zones has long
been known and popular. In such projects, non-operational
factories and plants can be repurposed for residential
development, commercial buildings, or public spaces. In the
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1950s, the United States, Europe, and Asia began
implementing revitalization projects as a way to restructure
the economy to meet modern needs in a globalized world
(Sych, 2020).

The relevance of studying the revitalization of Kyiv's
industrial zones is driven by the need for efficient use of
urban space, improving the environmental situation, and
creating new economic opportunities. In the context of
modern urban trends, the transformation of abandoned
industrial areas becomes a key tool for sustainable urban
development (Horbliuk, Brovko, & Kudyn, 2022). Kyiv, as the
capital of Ukraine and the largest industrial center in the
country, has significant potential for implementing revitalization
projects, which can significantly impact the quality of life for
residents and the city's economic development.

The purpose of the study is to theoretically and
methodologically analyze the potential of revitalization
processes and identify the main directions and prospects for
the revitalization of industrial zones in Kyiv, taking into
account European experience and local characteristics.

The tasks of this research include analyzing the current
state of Kyiv's industrial zones and assessing their potential
for revitalization. Additionally, it involves developing
recommendations for a revitalization strategy for Kyiv's
industrial zones, considering economic, social, and
environmental aspects.

Analysis of Recent Studies and Publications.
Analyzing recent studies and publications reveals an
increased interest in the issues of revitalizing industrial
zones both in Ukraine and abroad. Some authors, in
particular, explore the repurposing of industrial buildings for
new functions, such as coworking spaces and innovative
infrastructure (Dmytrenko, Ivashko, & Ivashko, 2021). Their
research demonstrates the potential of adaptive reuse of
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industrial facilities in the context of modern urban economic
development (Horbliuk, Brovko, & Kudyn, 2021). It is also
worth noting studies that explore the transformation of
industrial areas in the context of urban development in
Ukraine (Dronova, & Maruniak, 2019) and examine revitalization
issues as part of a broader study of urban processes in Ukraine
(Mezentsev, Oliynyk, & Mezentseva, 2017).

In the European context, research has identified key
success factors for revitalization projects, including the
implementation of green building practices and
consideration of the income levels of nearby residents
(Green, 2018). These findings can be useful for developing
revitalization strategies in Kyiv. The importance of a
participatory approach and the involvement of Iocal
communities in the revitalization process is emphasized.
The author argues that public participation is a critical factor
in ensuring the sustainability and social acceptance of
revitalization projects (Gudz, 2017). Additionally, significant
attention is paid to the concept of sustainable urban
development as a theoretical basis for the revitalization of
industrial zones. Authors highlight the need for a
harmonious combination of economic, social, and
environmental aspects when transforming urban spaces
(Biloshytska et al., 2023).

The research also explores mechanisms of public-
private partnerships and attracting investments through the
creation of special development funds in European
countries. Their experience can be adapted to Kyiv's
conditions to enhance the efficiency of revitalization
processes (Sykes, & Schulze Baing, 2017).

Theoretical Framework of the Study. The theoretical
basis of the study is the concept of revitalization, which is
viewed as a comprehensive process of restoring and
renewing urban areas. The term was first used in an article
by Anthony F.C. Wallace in 1956 under the title
"Revitalization Movements," to describe a specific feature of
cultural change. A revitalization movement is a conscious
effort by members of society aimed at innovating a cultural
system (Wallace, 1956). Since then, the term has become
widely used across various disciplines. According to the
Cambridge Dictionary, revitalization is explained as the
process of development, renewal, and acquiring new
opportunities for success.

In the educational guide Urban Revitalization -
European Union Experience for Ukraine, the term is defined
as a multifaceted process aimed at restoring urban areas
that have suffered structural degradation, leading to a crisis
state that hinders the economic and social development of
the area and complicates the process of sustainable
development. Urban revitalization includes preserving the
original appearance of buildings and reconstructing
premises, changing their functional use to non-industrial
purposes, and creating public spaces, office spaces,
shopping centers, or housing (Sych et al., 2023).

An important aspect of the theoretical foundation of the
research is the concept of brownfields. The term
"brownfield" refers to land that is not fully utilized, neglected,
and contaminated. It results from past industrial, agricultural,
residential, military, or other activities. A brownfield cannot
be properly and effectively used without a regeneration
process (Podhrushnyi et al., 2023).

Various terms are used to describe the processes of
urban renewal, which are often interchangeable but have
their own characteristics: Revalorization, as defined by
V. V. Vechirny, is a set of measures aimed at restoring and
improving the aesthetic and artistic value of a building
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(Vechirny, 2022). This approach is especially relevant for
improving damaged components of historic city center
ensembles. In the monograph "Renovation of Industrial
Buildings and Their Adaptation to the Modern Urban
Environment," renovation is defined as a set of works to
preserve heritage and renew space through the
reconstruction and adaptation of buildings to modern needs,
which may include restoration (Hayko et al., 2021).
According to the Ministry of Communities and Territories
Development, reconstruction is a set of works aimed at
improving technical and economic indicators, working
conditions, and the quality of the final product or service
through the reconstruction of civil or industrial facilities
(Minrehionbud ta zhytlokomunhosp, 2011). The main
component of reconstruction may be a major overhaul of
the facility. Modernization is the restoration of an object
due to its obsolescence by improving its technical
performance in accordance with modern conditions
(Shishkin, & Zavalnogo, 2021).

Methods

The research methodology is based on a comprehensive
approach that includes the analysis of statistical data, the
study of successful revitalization cases, and field research
in the former industrial zones of Kyiv.

A comprehensive approach is used to study the
revitalization of industrial areas, including the following
methods: 1. Document analysis: study of urban planning
documentation, statistical data and historical materials to
determine the state of industrial areas and their potential for
revitalization. 2. Field survey: visual inspection of industrial
sites and adjacent areas to assess their physical condition,
architectural value, and potential for adaptive reuse.
3. Cartographic analysis: creation of mapping schemes of
industrial areas, their location in relation to other urban
objects and identification of spatial patterns. 4. Sociological
surveys: conducting interviews with local residents to
determine the needs of the community and the vision of the
future development of industrial areas. 5. Comparative
analysis: studying successful examples of industrial
revitalization to identify best practices and opportunities for
their adaptation. 6. Economic analysis: assessment of the
economic feasibility of different revitalization scenarios,
including cost-benefit analysis. 7. Environmental assessment:
study of the level of pollution of industrial areas and
development of measures for their environmental rehabilitation.

Data for the study include: 1. Statistical data on the
number and area of industrial areas in the city, their use and
condition. 2. Historical documents and photographs
reflecting the development of industrial areas. 3. Urban
planning documentation, including the city's master plan and
zoning plans. 4. Results of surveys and interviews with
stakeholders. 5. Environmental monitoring data for industrial
areas. 6. Economic indicators related to industrial zones and
their revitalization potential. 7. Cartographic materials and
aerial photographs of industrial areas. This methodology
allows for a comprehensive analysis of industrial areas and
the development of effective strategies for their
revitalization, taking into account the principles outlined in
the source text.

Results

Industrial zones, which we see daily in various urban
areas, began to form primarily in the early and mid-20th
century. Initially, industrial areas were developed on the
peripheries of urban spaces. However, with urbanization
and the expansion of cities, these industrial areas found
themselves in close proximity to city centers. Today, a
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significant portion of these zones has lost their original
purpose and is mostly used as storage spaces or locations
for small businesses (Bodnar, & Yasinskyi, 2023).

According to the main provisions of the Kyiv General
Plan for 2025, developed by the Municipal Organization
"Institute of the Kyiv General Plan," as of 2011, the total area
of industrial and industrial-warehouse territories in the city
amounted to 8,342.2 hectares. However, in the revised
document of 2015, this figure was reduced to 6,912.3 hectares
(Master plan of Kyiv, 2015).

The industrial and municipal-warehouse sector of Kyiv
comprises 10,000 enterprises located in 20 industrial districts,
several industrial zones, and isolated sites outside these
districts. The total land area allocated for industrial and
municipal-warehouse enterprises amounts to 6,912.3 hectares.
Most industrial zones are located on the right bank of the
Dnipro River. The largest ones include the "Podilsko-
Kurenivsky" industrial district (891 ha), "Nyvky" (560 ha),
"Telichka" (424 ha), "Vidradny" (400 ha), and the industrial
zones of "Pyrohovo" (171 ha) and "Korchuvate" (80 ha). On
the left bank, industrial districts include "Darnytsky"
(460 ha), "Dniprovska" (380 ha), "Troieshchyna" (316 ha),
and the "Bortnychi" industrial zone (324 ha). Currently,
almost 47 % of industrial areas are used inefficiently. Many
enterprises require restructuring, repurposing, ecological
and sanitary improvement, more efficient land use, and
enhancements in the architectural and aesthetic quality of
the developments (Podhrushnyi et al., 2023).

Revitalization in Kyiv is gaining momentum due to
several reasons, including: limited land availability for new
developments in the city's central areas; increasing rental
costs and land-use fees, which incentivize more efficient
utilization; rising demand for commercial real estate; limited
financial resources among developers; advances in
reconstruction technologies; satisfactory structural conditions
of many facilities; the presence of industrial enterprises in
the city center; the design features of industrial buildings that
are well-suited for commercial adaptation; availability of
engineering capacities, as industrial sites traditionally
possess high energy, heat, gas, and water resources; the
entry of large private investors into the commercial real
estate market; and the development of cultural projects
(Hnatiuk, & Melnyk, 2019).

All these factors served as a catalyst for the first
revitalization initiatives of industrial sites in Kyiv. The first
wave of revitalization began in the 1990s, when
enterprises started renting out premises for warehouses or
offices. Some of these spaces were converted into auto
services, stores, or small offices. Gradually, more active
attempts were made to reorganize areas for
commercialization. Today, Kyiv has many successful
examples of repurposing various facilities into residential
and commercial real estate. The first factory to undergo
revitalization was "Artem" in 1997. However, the main
wave of revitalization occurred in the 2000s and 2010s. Many
potential projects were paused due to the 2008 financial
crisis, which, nevertheless, prompted investors to consider
revitalization as an alternative to the expensive demolition
of old buildings for the construction of new complexes.
Initially, revitalization involved repurposing spaces for
office and commercial use, but there is now a trend toward
the comprehensive redevelopment of areas into large
multifunctional complexes. Among the most famous
examples are "Art-Zavod Platforma" and "Mystetskyi
Arsenal". Overall, Kyiv has over 45 revitalized sites,
including business centers, shopping and entertainment
complexes, cultural and art spaces, hotels, residential
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complexes, and apartments. Brownfields are most often
transformed into multifunctional centers or business
centers, as office spaces are a faster and simpler way to
turn an area into a liquid asset. Shopping and
entertainment complexes appeared later. Though more
expensive to build, they yield a greater economic effect for
the development of adjacent areas. The "Comfort Town"
project is a vivid example of transforming an industrial zone
into a residential neighborhood. The residential complex is
located on the former site of the "Vulcan" factory, where
rubber shoe parts were once produced; now, it is a colorful
residential complex. The complex is enclosed and built
based on the "city within a city" concept. Despite differing
opinions, this residential complex is an excellent example
of brownfield revitalization in Kyiv (Fig.1).

Business centers are also frequently located on former
industrial sites. For instance, the "Artem" business center
was opened on the site of the former "Artem" factory
canteen, and an office center was created from an old toy
factory. Other notable projects include the "Kubik" office
center, Horizon Park, the "Forum" business town, the
"Renaissance" office center, and the "Lastivka" trade and
office center in Podil, created on the site of a clothing factory.
In 2001, the "Tomak" factory building was converted into the
"Valmi" office center, now housing the "AVT Bavaria" service
center.Industrial buildings in Kyiv have also been adapted into
shopping centers. The largest include the "Cosmopolitan"
shopping mall on the former site of the "Bolshevik" factory,
the "Karavan" shopping center in Obolon, the "Horodok" and
"MegaMarket" near the "Petrivka" metro station, as well as
the "Promenad" shopping center in Tatarka and the "Rytm"
shopping center in Borshchahivka. Among cultural and
artistic spaces, the "Art Zavod Platforma" stands out. It is
located on the former grounds of a silk factory built in 1947.
In the early 2000s, part of its workshops was repurposed into
the "Darynok" shopping complex, and in 2014, the "Art
Zavod Platforma" was established, hosting festivals,
workshops, exhibitions, and large concerts. Another
example is "UNIT.City," Ukraine's first innovation park,
created on the site of the former Kyiv Motorcycle Plant. The
park positions itself as a space for business, research
centers, and residential development with full infrastructure,
including the programming school UNIT.Factory. These
large, entirely transformed public spaces are often
associated with revitalization in the capital. However, not all
industrial areas undergo complete revitalization; sometimes
only a specific section is redeveloped, leaving other parts of
the area abandoned until they deteriorate completely.

Kyiv has many industrial areas that have started to
decline, prompting provisions in the 2015 Kyiv General Plan
for the prospective reimagining of industrial zones. A
proposal was made to repurpose 1,942 hectares of industrial
sites for multifunctional, public, and residential developments,
as well as for greening and engineering-transport
infrastructure. Potential areas for reform include districts
with dysfunctional areas that are suitable for transformation,
such as "Podilsko-Kurenivsky", "Mykilska Borshchahivka",
"Nyvky", "Telichka", "Pyrohovo", "Korchuvate", "Dniprovska",
"Darnytsky", "Voskresensky", "Troieshchyna", and others.
It is also essential to reconstruct and modernize enterprises
in the city's central areas, residential, and recreational
zones, which negatively impact public health and the
environment due to pollution and emissions. These include
the Kyiv Meat Processing Plant, the "Kuznia na Rybalskomu"
factory, "Budshlyakhmash", "Gazprylad", and other
enterprises near Yaroslavska, Skovorody, Hlybochytska,
Kyrylivska streets, and along the Lybid River. In the absence
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of measures to minimize harmful emissions, the functional
use of these areas could be changed to public development,
greening, and parking. Additionally, for environmental
restoration and greening of sanitary protection zones on

49.2 hectares, there is a planned restructuring to transform
parts of industrial zones along the Dnipro River in the
"Telichka" and "Podilsko-Kurenivsky" areas (Hnatiuk,
& Melnyk, 2019).

The enterprises located in the city center currently do not
meet urban planning requirements in terms of both
functionality and construction quality. Enterprises located in
the coastal zone of the Dnipro River within the "Telichka"
industrial district and the Podilsko-Kurenivska industrial
zone occupy the most valuable, yet investment-unattractive
areas. In Kyiv, there is high demand for residential housing,
office spaces, and commercial and entertainment
complexes. This has defined the main trend of the functional
transformation of industrial areas in Kyiv, particularly in its
central part. The central industrial district demonstrates a
high level of deindustrialization: employment in industrial
enterprises decreased by 81.7 % from 1995 to 2018. Other
industrial districts with significant deindustrialization include
Pozniaky (—89.0%), Korchuvate (-77.8%), Bortnychi
(=77.5 %), Vasylkivskyi (—77.0 %), Darnytskyi (-72.4 %),
Dniprovs'kyi (—65.0 %), Vidradnyi (—63.4 %), Zaliznychnyi
(-59.6 %), and the Podilsko-Kurenivska industrial zone
(-58.5 %), as well as five territorial groups of enterprises.
Industrial districts with moderate deindustrialization include
Bereznyaky (—49.1 %), the Kyiv-Pasazhyrskyi railway
station area (—43.9 %), Dehtiarivska Street (-35.4 %), and
Voskresenskyi  (-33.4 %). The lowest level of
deindustrialization is observed in the "Nivky" industrial zone
(-22.9%) and the industrial districts of Mykilska
Borshchahivka (—14.3 %), near the Post-Volynskyi station
(-5.4%), and Telichka (-5.3%) (Master Plan of Kyiv, 2015).

Kyiv has numerous industrial and warehouse areas that
are partially or completely unused and may be promising for
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revitalization. The popularity of such an approach is due to
a number of factors, including the presence of old industrial
facilities, land costs, wage levels, transport accessibility,
demand for commercial real estate, and so on. Social
indicators are also important for assessing the revitalization
potential: the population size, the number of people
employed in the area, and the average wage. In recent
years, many areas of Kyiv have experienced population
growth due to natural increase and migration. For example,
since 2007, there has been significant growth in the
Solomianskyi district, while the Shevchenkivskyi district has
seen a population decline.

As of 2022, the population varies from 160 thousand in
Pecherskyi to 384 thousand in Solomianskyi, which
indicates a need for the development of social infrastructure
in Solomianskyi. Although most residents of Solomianskyi
live there, they predominantly work in Shevchenkivskyi and
Pecherskyi, which are business centers. Over the past five
years, the employment rate has changed: the number of
employees in Shevchenkivskyi district has grown slowly,
while in Pecherskyi there has been a significant increase.
In 2021, about 262 thousand people were employed in
Shevchenkivskyi, exceeding the figure for Pecherskyi by
60 thousand people. Districts with average employment
rates include Solomianskyi and Holosiivskyi, while
Desnianskyi district has the lowest employment rate and a
decrease in the number of workers.

The number of enterprises also shows significant
differences between districts. In 2021, the highest figures
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were recorded in Shevchenkivskyi (19 thousand enterprises)
and Pecherskyi (17 thousand) districts. Holosiivskyi and
Solomianskyi have average figures, while the fewest
enterprises are located in Desnianskyi district — only
3 thousand. The data indicates that the greatest potential for
revitalization lies in the residential districts, particularly
Desnianskyi, Dniprovs'kyi, Sviatoshynskyi, and Darnytskyi,
where there is a large housing stock. However, a lack of jobs
forces residents to look for work in other districts, causing
traffic congestion, especially on bridges across the Dnipro.
Revitalizing non-functional industrial areas for offices or
coworking spaces can enhance the investment appeal of
these districts, create new jobs, and develop infrastructure.
As employment grows in residential districts, their
attractiveness for affluent residents will increase,
contributing to overall economic growth. Wages also
influence the feasibility of revitalization projects. Over the
last five years, the average wage of employees has risen by
approximately 8 thousand hryvnias across Kyiv. The highest
wage levels are recorded in Pecherskyi, Podilskyi, and
Holosiivskyi districts, where salaries are 25, 23, and
22 thousand hryvnias, respectively. In Desnianskyi,
Dniprovs'kyi, and Darnytskyi districts, this figure is
significantly lower — 14, 15, and 16 thousand hryvnias. The
greatest wage growth is observed in Pecherskyi, Podilskyi,
and Shevchenkivskyi districts, indicating a high level of
commercialization in these areas. The development of new
businesses in central districts may deepen the gap in the
quality of life between the center and the periphery.
Therefore, it is more advisable to focus efforts on developing
residential districts by creating multifunctional complexes
and ensuring opportunities for local employment.

Economic indicators significantly impact the character
and process of urban revitalization. Key statistical data, such
as the dynamics of prices for residential and non-residential
real estate in various districts and the volume of new
construction, are crucial for the strategic development of the
city. Revitalization as a strategy involves attracting
investment for the development of neglected industrial
areas, often including business and cultural-entertainment
facilities. This is especially relevant for central urban areas,
where high land prices and investor interest promote
development.

The revitalization of industrial areas or brownfields can
involve various functional purposes, such as residential,
commercial, cultural, or innovative use. The selection of
optimal sites depends on the specifics of each district. The
initial analysis stage includes evaluating the volume of new
residential construction as an indicator of district
development. Statistical data show significant variability,
including active development in the Darnytskyi, Holosiivskyi,
and Shevchenkivskyi districts in 2019, as well as high
indicators in the Podilskyi district in 2022. In the long term,
the Holosiivskyi, Darnytskyi, and Pecherskyi districts
demonstrate stable growth, while the Desnianskyi,
Sviatoshynskyi, and Obolonskyi districts have the lowest
indicators, suggesting their lesser investment attractiveness.

Land price policy is a defining factor for investors and
depends on location, transport accessibility, and district
prestige. Over the last decade, average prices in both the
primary and secondary markets have doubled, from $750 to
$1500 per square meter. Economic instability, inflation, and
conflict events have affected price fluctuations: for example,
in 2014, the average price on the primary market was $1450
per square meter, and in April 2024, it decreased to $1240.
Price comparisons across districts show the highest values
in the Pecherskyi, Shevchenkivskyi, and Podilskyi districts,
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where prices reach $87,000, $60,000, and $58,000
respectively, indicating the prestige and demand for housing
in the center. However, new residential complexes often lack
social infrastructure, leading to issues with school places,
parking, and green areas. The most affordable housing
prices are in the Desnianskyi and Darnytskyi districts, due to
their distance from the center and less developed transport
infrastructure.

Based on these data, it can be concluded that
revitalization processes should be implemented on the left
bank and peripheral areas to stimulate their development
and increase the number of jobs. It is best to develop
innovation centers, multifunctional office complexes, and
IT hubs. However, active development of peripheral areas
could lead to gentrification processes, so such projects
should align with the city's development plans. In contrast to
the periphery, in central districts, it is more effective to
revitalize areas into social infrastructure and green zones to
reduce pressure and improve the quality of life in densely
built areas.

When analyzing revitalization from a commercial use
perspective, one of the key aspects is the attention to the
dynamics of commercial real estate rental, which is
determined by the diversity of offers and price differentiation
at the regional level. Over the last six years, there has been
significant price growth in all city districts, especially in the
Pecherskyi and Holosiivskyi areas. The price per square
meter of commercial real estate in 2024 ranges from $910
in the Desnianskyi district to $2884 in the Pecherskyi district.
Consistently the highest prices are in the Pecherskyi,
Shevchenkivskyi, Podilskyi, and Holosiivskyi districts.
Despite its less business-oriented status, Holosiivskyi
district also shows a growth trend, providing convenient
locations for businesses. The highest number of office rental
listings is also observed in the Shevchenkivskyi and
Pecherskyi districts. These areas have long been
prestigious business centers, which is reflected in the high
office rental prices. However, there are also available
options for small businesses.

The fewest rental listings are found in the Desnianskyji,
Sviatoshynskyi, and Dniprovska districts, indicating the
need for business development projects in these areas.
Revitalizing industrial zones into office establishments
throughout the city could act as a catalyst for increasing
business activity, creating competition for existing
commercial establishments, increasing the number of jobs,
and transforming districts into multifunctional areas.

The environmental aspect of industrial zone revitalization
plays a key role in improving the state of the environment
and ensuring the health of local residents. Often, industrial
sites become sources of pollution by toxic substances due
to previous industrial activities or long-term neglect of
building structures. Therefore, the first step in the restoration
of brownfields should be the cleaning of polluted areas. After
full removal of contaminated soil, the site can be
reconstructed with the organization of green zones or even
small parks. This would create additional public spaces that
relieve the central parts of the city, improve air quality, aid in
the rehabilitation of nature, and create a healthier
environment in the area. Moreover, it is important to
consider energy efficiency during building revitalization.
The use of energy-efficient technologies can help reduce
energy consumption and greenhouse gas emissions.
Buildings should harmoniously integrate all aspects of the
natural environment with human activity through the
rational use of resources and minimizing the negative
impact on the environment.
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In Kyiv, the level of greenery varies depending on the
district and proximity to the center, as shown on the
greenery map. For instance, the central districts of
Shevchenkivskyi and Pecherskyi, as well as Obolon, are
characterized by high levels of development and insufficient
greenery for comfortable living. Therefore, a good
revitalization option would be to repurpose the area into park
zones or small squares to increase the number of public
spaces with appropriate greenery, which will improve
ecological indicators in the area and expand public
recreational zones.

The highest level of adaptive transformation is observed
in the Central Industrial District, where in 2018, the share of
residential development was 31 %, and commercial
development was 10.6%; the Railway District had 24.2 %
and 7.7 % respectively; Degtyarivska Street (20.6 % and
7.2 %); and the Podilsko-Kurenivska Zone (7.7 % and
14.1 %). Some territorial enterprise groups have been
completely replaced by residential development. A
significant  level of post-industrial  transformation
characterizes several areas in Kyiv, particularly the
Podilsko-Kurenivska industrial zone and parts of
Degtyarivska Street, where the "Unit City" innovation park is
located, bringing together IT companies, creative
companies, and educational platforms. In the Railway
Industrial District, there are large business centers,
engineering companies, real estate agencies, the central
office of a bank, and a consulting firm. The Central District
hosts enterprises from the tertiary sector, including IT
companies, engineering firms, advertising agencies, and
consulting firms. In the Vidradnyi industrial district, there are
large business centers such as "Premium", "Incom", "Silver
Center", and "Inox". The Voskresensky industrial district
hosts IT companies, central bank offices, advertising
agencies, insurance, auditing, and engineering firms. On
Vasylkivska Street, there are large business centers
"Stend", "Gloria", and a consulting firm. The Nivky industrial
zone hosts the "Nivky City" business park, as well as
insurance and engineering companies. In the Mikhailivska
Borshchahivka industrial district, there is the "Rent City"
business center. The Dnipro Industrial District hosts the
"FIM Center" business center and the "Platform" art factory,
as well as high-tech enterprises. In the Darnytsky industrial
district, the "ArmTek" business center operates, along with
auditing and engineering companies. The Bortnychi area
hosts an IT company and two engineering companies. Other
industrial zones in Kyiv have not yet shown significant signs
of transformation. Therefore, further activation of this
process requires a systematic approach aimed at creating a
favorable environment for the development of creative and
innovative industrial functions on these territories, as well as
their optimal combination with recreational, health, and
educational-cultural functions.

Kyiv is characterized by a significant concentration of
industrial objects, zones, and districts. Certain abandoned
territories have already undergone revitalization processes,
but many objects still have potential for further restoration.
For instance, the "Kyiv Automation Plant named after
H. Petrovsky" is one of the partially restored objects, which
still holds development potential. This plant, located in the
Shevchenkivskyi district, previously functioned as a
significant scientific-production association specializing in
the production of high-precision gyroscopic instruments.
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Founded in 1903, the plant started as a cast-iron
enterprise, with construction initiated in 1898. By 1905, it
became part of the "Auto" joint-stock company, specializing
in equipment for the sugar industry, boilers, bearings, and
cast iron and bronze castings. The innovative stage of the
enterprise began in 1911 with the creation of an
experimental workshop by the Kyiv scientific society
"Physico-Chemist". In 1915, this workshop became part of
the Military-Industrial Committee, starting the production
and repair of communication devices and optical equipment.
In 1926, several Kyiv instrument-making enterprises,
including the "Physico-Chemist" workshop, were
consolidated into the "Tochprylad" enterprise, which was
renamed in 1928 after H. Petrovsky. A significant
achievement of the enterprise was the development in 1934
of the first domestic gyroscopic instruments for managing
maritime objects, commissioned by the naval fleet. During
World War 1l, the enterprise was evacuated to Gorky and
operated under the name "Plant No. 215". In 1946, a Special
Design Bureau was founded at the plant. After the collapse
of the USSR, the enterprise, like many other industrial
objects, underwent gradual decline.

Today, on the site of the Kyiv Automation Plant, there
are numerous non-core establishments, such as the
Northern Appeal Economic Court, the "Povitroflotsky"
residential complex with a commercial first floor, "Kubik
Center", the business center "Vector", the "R&D Center
DataArt" in Kyiv, the medical center "Miy Likar", the
"MediLand" MC, "Palo Alto Business Center", the "1GO"
sports club, the International Business Institute, the
"Starokyivsky" residential complex, the "Lyasy" anti-cafe,
International House Kyiv, the customs broker "Vlasni
Meregi Ltd", the "Inside Production" photo agency, and
many others (Fig. 2).

Despite the active revitalization, two problematic areas
remain. These include three abandoned workshops with
broken windows, which negatively affect the aesthetics of
the area and pose security risks. The first problematic zone
includes a building in Stalinist Empire style, surrounded by
a residential complex and the Northern Appeal Court,
making the abandoned workshops visible from the windows.
This workshop area borders the "Povitroflotsky" residential
complex and begins directly behind the children's
playground, creating an unpleasant neighborhood (Fig. 3).

The second problematic area is located at the corner of
Rostyslavska and Sholudenko streets, and attracts attention
with its dilapidated condition, including broken windows.
These buildings have the potential for high-quality
renovation, taking into account all the necessary standards
and the needs of the residents.

To develop effective revitalization strategies, a thorough
analysis of the existing objects is necessary to identify the
shortcomings and needs of the neighborhood. For this
purpose, a map scheme was created, showing key
components: residential areas, social, governmental, and
commercial infrastructure objects (Fig. 4). Analyzing the
prestige of the district, the development was divided into
new and old. A large number of new comfort- and business-
class residential complexes indicates the high attractiveness
of the district and its popularity among Kyiv residents. The
variety of functions in the area confirms its development and
the availability of necessary services. These indicators are
important for revitalization, and the absence of certain
objects should be compensated by their planning.

The largest area on the map is occupied by social
infrastructure objects, including medical facilities such as
the National Children's Specialized Hospital "Okhmatdyt",
medical centers "Miy Likar" and the Ven Institute. The
neighborhood also has educational institutions: the Kyiv
Professional Pedagogical College named after
A. Makarenko, the International Institute of Business, the
Faculty of Information Technology at Taras Shevchenko
National University of Kyiv, schools, and others. This
social infrastructure meets the needs of the population by
offering a sufficient number of places in schools,
hospitals, and kindergartens. The district also has a
significant number of government institutions, which
indicates its business character. These include the
Ministry of Infrastructure of Ukraine, the Northern Appeal
Economic Court, and the Education Department of the
Shevchenkivsky District Administration. The Bureau of
Economic Security of Ukraine, the State Inspectorate of
Educational Institutions, and the Main Directorate of the
State Fiscal Service in Kyiv.

In addition, an important indicator of the neighborhood's
development is the level of commerce. Although the map
does not show a significant number of commercial objects,
most of the ground floors in new residential complexes are
rented for commercial use, as well as the ground floors in
buildings on transit streets. Significant areas occupied by
social and government institutions, office buildings, are
concentrated mainly on the territory of the automation plant
and near the Lukianivka metro station, on the former territory
of the Artem plant. The analysis of cartographic information
shows a high level of development of the studied area, which
is confirmed by significant demand for real estate and
diverse infrastructure. However, to meet all the local
population's needs, the commercial sector may be
expanded, with the construction of office buildings or
multifunctional innovative centers. To gain a more detailed
understanding of the situation, a sociological survey was
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conducted to study the comfort level of life and residents'
attitudes towards transformations on the Kyiv Automation
Plant site. The survey involved people living within a one-
kilometer radius of the area. The respondents were aged
between 26 and 44 years (70 %), and all had higher
education. Regarding economic activity, 70 % of those
surveyed are employed, with 60 % having an average
income level. About 40 % work as individual entrepreneurs,
10 % in manufacturing, and 20 % in various sectors. The
income level of the respondents, especially the younger
ones, was predominantly average or higher, while
pensioners considered their income insufficient. The survey
reveals that a significant portion of the district's population
consists of wealthy, mostly young people living in new
residential complexes and using the area primarily as a
transit space. They rely on the infrastructure within their
residential complexes. For this group, it is important to
ensure the development of high-level service infrastructure
and recreational areas. For less affluent residents, it is
necessary to provide access to quality playgrounds,
recreational areas, and transport conveniences. To identify
the infrastructural needs of residents, they were asked about
their satisfaction with local institutions and services. All
respondents noted that their daily needs are mostly met
locally, and they do not need to travel often. However,
respondents pointed out the lack of parks, sports facilities,
cultural institutions, and various commercial establishments.
Residents with higher incomes expressed a desire for more
dining establishments and green spaces. Also, 40 % of
those surveyed expressed a need for an additional business
center due to high demand for workspaces in the area. The
main issues identified by residents of the studied area are
the parking of cars on sidewalks, which complicates
pedestrian movement, especially on Sholudenka Street. In
addition, the road surface condition leaves much to be
desired, and the infrastructure does not meet the needs of
people with disabilities. Additionally, residents pointed out
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the insufficient number of open public spaces due to
numerous closed residential complexes, as well as noted
the low level of greenery and a lack of recreational areas.
Another important issue is the safety of the district, which
60 % of respondents rated 9-10 out of 10, although some
noted that ensuring full safety during martial law is
impossible. The level of transport infrastructure was also
rated highly — 80 % of respondents gave it 9-10 out of 10,
thanks to the presence of two metro stations and an
extensive surface transport network, especially along
Beresteiskyi Avenue, providing convenient access to work.
The survey revealed interesting data about residents'
awareness of the Kyiv Automation Plant: 40 % of young
respondents were unaware of its existence, even though the
plant's buildings are visible from the road. Over 20 %
expressed indifference to the condition of the facility, but
after being informed about the specific abandoned
workshops, 50 % of respondents expressed dissatisfaction
with their condition. This suggests that closed development
and the terrain of the area limit the visibility of the factory
buildings, and residents of closed residential complexes
often do not have direct contact with the industrial site.
Unlike the younger population, older people were generally
aware of the factory. Regarding the future of the abandoned
workshops, 50 % of those surveyed expressed a desire to
see new objects in their place, such as office buildings, an
innovation center, or co-working spaces, which could

provide additional jobs. Another 40 % supported the idea of
creating green zones, while 30 % favored dining
establishments, a shopping center, and service enterprises.
This reflects a significant interest among residents in
improving accessibility to various services.

Given these suggestions, it can be concluded that a
comprehensive revitalization of the area is necessary,
particularly the creation of multifunctional spaces with co-
working areas, office premises, and commercial
establishments to increase the number of jobs. The first
problematic area, located in the courtyard, could be
transformed into an innovation center that would connect
with the revitalized business center "Vector". This would
create a large green public space with free access, where
employees and residents could relax. The second
problematic area requires the demolition of a dilapidated
workshop near the road. After which a view could be opened
onto another abandoned workshop, suitable for conversion
into a business center with a commercial ground floor,
oriented towards dining establishments. The area along the
road should be arranged as a small park zone with greenery,
resting areas, and a children's zone. This would attract both
residents and employees of the "Kubic" business center and
neighboring commercial establishments. This approach will
contribute to the increase of green plantings, expansion of
public spaces, and improvement of the quality of life in the
district (Fig. 5).

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Discussion and conclusions

The revitalization of industrial areas in Kyiv is becoming
an important aspect not only for preserving industrial
heritage but also for promoting overall urban development.
Transforming these areas into business, residential, or
cultural spaces opens up opportunities for growth and
improves the quality of life for local residents. One of the key
advantages of this process is the transformation of
abandoned urban areas into commercially viable properties,
which can reduce crime rates and improve the standard of
living in the district. Another advantage is the potential to
create new jobs and attract new businesses, particularly in
residential areas, through the development of new industries
based on former industrial sites. Repurposing old industrial
buildings into modern office spaces creates an environment
conducive to the growth of innovative companies and
startups, contributing to the development of the city's business
ecosystem. Urban renewal associated with reconstruction
can catalyze the development of city infrastructure. New office
spaces, oriented towards innovative technologies and
enterprises, require improvements in transportation
accessibility, water supply and sewage systems, electrical
networks. As well as the creation of recreational areas,
parks, and urban gardens, which will enhance the quality of
life for residents and workers in this area. Furthermore,
some industrial objects may have significant historical value
and could be repurposed into cultural centers or museums,
preserving the city's historical memory.

Revitalizing industrial areas is a complex process that
requires thorough analysis and effective land-use planning.
Key challenges include high financial costs, changes in
urban planning, historical and cultural constraints,
corruption, and often chaotic development. While it is
impossible to solve all problems quickly and easily,
improvements are achievable. High costs and financial
issues can be addressed through government and local
subsidies, partnerships with private investors and funds, as
well as phased project implementation. Urban planning
changes require close cooperation with local authorities and
planners to prevent chaotic development that benefits only
investors without adequate infrastructure, and to adapt
projects to urban planning requirements. Corruption issues
should be addressed at the state level through management
reforms and enhanced control by the State Architectural and
Urban Development Inspection. Regarding historical and
cultural constraints, it is important to develop special
protection plans and involve experts in preserving the
historical character of buildings. During revitalization, it is also
important to consider aspects of sustainable development,
such as energy-efficient buildings, the use of eco-friendly
materials, and the preservation of green spaces.

Thus, successful revitalization of industrial areas in Kyiv
requires a comprehensive approach that considers various
territorial aspects and involves a wide range of professionals
from different fields. Modern urban environments,
particularly Kyiv, face various challenges such as the need
to develop businesses, improve residents' quality of life,
optimize space, and improve environmental conditions. To
address these issues, it is essential to implement revitalization
measures aimed at reconstructing and transforming industrial
areas into zones with diverse functional purposes.

Kyiv already has examples of successful industrial area
revitalization. Central districts demonstrate the highest level
of adaptability to transformation, indicating their repurposing
into business districts with a large number of commercial
enterprises. In contrast, peripheral residential areas exhibit
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slower development dynamics, making them potentially
favorable for transformation. The Solomiansky district, with
its high population density and relatively central location, is
among the areas with the greatest potential for attracting
investment and creating new jobs. The Desniansky,
Dniprovsky, Sviatoshynskyi, and Darnytsky districts are the
most problematic and potentially lucrative for revitalization
measures due to their characteristics as residential areas
with large populations but few job opportunities. These
areas require projects aimed at stimulating entrepreneurship
and business activity. The development of innovation
centers, multifunctional office complexes, and IT hubs will
stimulate growth in peripheral districts, while revitalization in
central districts should focus primarily on social
infrastructure and the development of green spaces. For
example, repurposing areas into park zones or squares can
increase the number of public spaces and contribute to their
appropriate greening.

Revitalizing Kyiv's heritage is defined not only by the
desire to preserve the past but also by a strategic vision for
the future of the city. This process does not simply restore
objects but transforms them into modern spaces that
become key factors in the development and cultural identity
of Kyiv. Thus, revitalizing urban spaces is a necessary
element for the sustainable development of urban
environments, and its successful implementation will
address many of the contemporary challenges faced by
cities worldwide.

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THE CONCEPT OF 'INTEGRATED DEVELOPMENT': APPROACHES TO ITS IMPLEMENTATION
IN THE SYSTEM OF PLANNING AND MANAGEMENT OF DE-OCCUPIED TERRITORIES RESTORATION

The article examines the specifics of applying the concept of 'integrated development' to form a system of governance and management decision-
making in the interests of restoring the de-occupied territories. The scientific discourse on integrated development is examined through the prism of
defining the essence of integrated development, its components, implementation in the system of territory development planning, introduction of
new planning tools and changes in approaches to the use of the relevant traditional tools, and the experience of practical application of the concept
in the interests of local and regional development. The concept, which significantly modernises the traditional system of territorial development
planning in Ukraine, has been in practical use since 2010. The Concept of Integrated Development of a City or Territorial Community became the key
document for implementing the approach. There are examples of this document being developed for individual territorial Hromadas, including rural
ones. Our research shows a significant prospect of implementing the integrated planning approach for the de-occupied territories. The article
analyses scientific approaches to understanding and applying the concept of ‘integrated development' to the study of local development and spatial
planning. The key requests of the de-occupied Hromadas of the Kharkiv region regarding the destruction, vision of directions and the most urgent problems
of restoring the de-occupied territories are identified. The long-lasting large-scale war has led to significant destruction, prolonged occupation of certain
territories, and destroyed the logic and logistics of economic development of individual territorial Hromadas and regions. The article highlights the main
features and characteristics of the de-occupied territories of Ukraine, as well as the main tools for planning and managing recovery. The restoration of the
de-occupied territories and rethinking the development of territorial Hromadas requires the use of modern approaches and tools.

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SOCIAL HOUSING IN UKRAINE: CHALLENGES AND PROSPECTS

Background. The concept of social housing is a recent one, but as an idea, it dates back to the First Industrial Revolution.
The modern definition of social housing, while varying from country to country, includes key features such as targeting groups of
population with limited financial resources and requiring financial support from the state or private sector. Housing is crucial in
everyday life, closely linked to a sense of security, control over life, stability, and health; housing circumstances play a key role in
the formation and functioning of a social unit.

Methods. The study used the method of analysing theoretical literature, as well as reports and statistics, historical and
descriptive methods, comparative analysis, and method of generalization.

Results. The article presents the results of a study of the concept of 'social housing’, the current state, problems, and
prospects of social construction. The study is based on the analysis of data collected in theoretical literature, as well as reports
and statistic databases describing social housing. The study analyses the formation of social housing and the stages of its
development and compares the experiences of other countries and Ukraine. Examples of successful implementation of social
housing programmes, foreign and Ukrainian practices were collected. The quantitative characteristics of social housing needs, the
current situation, and programs aimed at providing housing for vulnerable groups are described.

Conclusions. Itis found that Ukrainian legislation does not regulate the issues of social, temporary, and affordable
housing, there are no clear mechanisms for providing the population with social housing and there is a critical shortage of it, even
though there is a great demand for it. It is proved that the housing market requires clear legisiative regulation and the creation of
an effective housing policy in the country. The findings highlight the main problems of social housing, especially among IDPs,
show options for meeting housing needs, and can contribute to better implementation of housing policy and overcoming the

housing crisis.

Background

Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022 triggered
the largest housing crisis in the history of our country. As of
the beginning of July 2022, according to the Ministry of
Communities and Territories Development, russian military
had destroyed or damaged about 116,000 residential
buildings. This has made the pre-existing shortcomings of
Ukraine's housing policy more visible. First of all, the war has
demonstrated the need for social housing in society. At the
same time, the current housing crisis is also an opportunity to
rethink the priorities of housing policy and update its
principles. Therefore, the analysis of the socio-geographical
features of social housing is of particular relevance.

The purpose of the study is to analyse the essence,
content, and peculiarities of social housing, to compare the
foreign experience of social construction with the Ukrainian
experience, to describe the housing policy of Ukraine, and
to identify the main factors of the formation of the social
housing stock in Ukraine, as well as to outline the main
problems and prospects for their solution.

Analysis of recent research and publications. A
number of works by Ukrainian and foreign scholars highlight
various aspects of the problem of social housing. In
particular, M. Harloe (1995) identifies three models of social
housing management that were built in the 20s of the
20t century: the first model was based on the attitude of
tenants to housing as private, without social supervision, the
second was based on worker cooperatives, an important
component of the third was 're-education’, because social
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housing construction programs became more closely linked
to the clearing of slums and resettlement of the urban poor.

M. Marchenko, having analysed the legal basis of the
concept of 'social housing', concluded that by all indications,
social housing in Ukraine is a separate organizational and
legal form of social protection of the population of Ukraine,
which requires a separate study in order to more rationally
allocate financial and material resources for social security
and use them on the basis of the principle of social justice
(Marchenko, 2018, p. 20).

Studies analysing the relationship between population
health and adequate housing conditions show that housing
is a social determinant of health and well-being, as it
provides stability; therefore, it should be primarily aimed at
providing affordable housing for people vulnerable to social
and economic marginalization (Jansen-van Vuuren et al.,
2024). A study of social housing and health in the Greater
Toronto Area West found that the mental health of people in
social housing improves across multiple indicators,
suggesting that better social housing has a positive impact
on health outcomes (Dunn et al., 2024).

It is also important to reduce the social exclusion of
social housing residents, which is increasingly provided to
the poorest segments of the population, who are least able
to respond to labor market pressures, technological,
educational, and cultural changes, and other factors of
social exclusion. This should be a key policy objective of any
government that claims to be concerned about the needs of
the poorest (Feinstein et al., 2008).
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Researchers also draw attention to the problem of
disruption of social ties among residents, and attachment to
the place of residence, the stability of which is disrupted
during works for reconstruction. Researchers emphasize the
importance of maintaining and strengthening place-based
social relations and social ties (Srivarathan et al., 2023).

Methods

The study used the method of analysing theoretical
literature, as well as reports and statistics (in particular, on
the website of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine, and
the Ministry of Community and Territorial Development).
The application of the historical method allowed us to form
an idea of the reasons for the emergence, stages of
development, and formation of social housing as a
phenomenon. The descriptive method was used to describe
the state of social housing in Ukraine and social and
temporary housing in other countries (in particular,
Germany, England, France, and Taiwan); based on the
comparative analysis, possible prospects for solving social
housing problems in Ukraine were outlined. The method of
generalization allowed us to describe the factors that
influence the formation of the social housing stock.

The object of the study is social housing in Ukraine,
namely the social housing stock and housing policy in
Ukraine in comparison with other countries. The subject of
the study is the socio-geographical principles that determine
the specifics of social housing formation and housing policy
trends in Ukraine.

Results

The idea of social housing, according to M. Zadworny,
originates in religious communities. These communities are
preliminary social formations that developed functional and
spatial solutions in accordance with the chosen way of life —
poverty. They followed the teachings developed by the
Church, which were aimed at improving the social situation
of people in need (Zadworny, 2019, p. 3).

The first examples of affordable housing can be traced
back to urban development in the 16" century in western
Germany. The Fuggerei complex in Augsburg (Germany)
was designed in 1521 "specifically for those labelled
Hausarmen, that is, people who worked to earn a living, but
struggled to meet their living costs". It is considered to be
one of the first working-class dwellings Z. Farell (2018) calls
it "one of the most interesting examples of early modern
social housing", "the oldest functioning social housing
complex in the world"). The complex provided its residents
with opportunities to escape poverty and in fact, launched a
new trend in social housing.

According to M. Zadworny, the "archetype of a
building/social housing estate" began to emerge in
European countries in the second half of the 18" century,
especially during the 1%t Industrial Revolution, which
originated in the UK and led to the emergence of new urban
planning concepts (Zadworny, 2018, p. 127). R. Amirjani
notes that the concept of affordable housing during the
Industrial Revolution emerged with three main goals: to help
the poor find housing, to increase factory production, and to
accommodate the poor in the name of religion (Amirjani,
2020, p. 9).

In the mid-19™ century, even before governments began
to provide housing, charities, and so-called enlightened
industrialists stepped in to address the housing crisis: the
first affordable private homes and social settlements for
workers and slum dwellers appeared in some British cities
(Amirjani, 2020). The late 19" and early 20™ centuries
marked the beginning of state intervention in housing. An
understanding of housing as a fundamental need and the
role of the state in providing it began to emerge (Hedges,
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2024). The London government passed a number of laws
aimed at improving working conditions for workers, and in
1900 the world's first social housing appeared — the
Boundary Street Estate.

Having analysed the peculiarities of social housing
development in Western Europe, Martin Polak (2006)
identifies three stages of its development:

1) Reconstruction  (1945-1960): elimination of the
consequences of the war and reduction of the housing deficit,
the construction of which was largely subsidized or financed
directly from public resources — 'mass' social housing.

2) Growing Diversity (1960-1975): focus on housing
quality and urban renewal, and diversification in social
policy. In addition to social housing, the issue of home
ownership also appeared on the political agenda.

3) New realities of housing construction (1975-1990):
changing views on the role of the state in housing provision,
reduction of public expenditures on housing construction,
competition, and market orientation (Polak, 2006, p. 65).

At the current stage of development in all countries, the
demand for social housing is generally high and growing,
as evidenced by at least long waiting lists in large cities.
Among the factors that contribute to this situation K.
Scanlon, C. Whitehead, M. F. Arrigoitia (Scanlon,
Whitehead, & Arrigoitia, 2014, Scanlon, Whitehead, &
Arrigoitia, 2015) name, in particular, rising housing prices
in most countries, demographic factors (e. g., increased
migration) and deteriorating income distribution. The lle
Saint-Germain  office complex in the seventh
arrondissement of Paris is an example of the implementation
of the state policy in the field of social housing: office
buildings that used to belong to the French Ministry of
Defence were turned into social housing (Stasiuk, 2024b).
In Taiwan, where housing is considered one of the least
affordable, a large-scale social housing program was
launched in 2016, which significantly changed the situation:
instead of the inefficient US-style voucher system, which
was not regulated by the state, the Dutch social housing
system was introduced (Stasiuk, 2024).

In contrast, some regions (e.g. East Germany and
Northern England) are experiencing oversupply and are
increasingly pursuing policies of large-scale demolition and
restructuring.

In Eastern Europe, which was seized by the Soviet
Union, after 1917, attempts were made to deprive the
population of private property and convert a large amount of
housing into social housing through nationalization, which
created a state monopoly on the construction of all new
housing (Alexeev, Baker, & Westfall, p. 18). The state could
not provide adequate living conditions for the growing
population, so it shifted responsibilities to 'cooperatives' and
later to local authorities or enterprises. Between 1923 and
1940, urban living space per capita decreased by 40 %
(to 4.09 m2), mainly due to migration from rural areas
(Alexeev, Baker, & Westfall, p. 20).

During the Second World War, Ukraine experienced
massive destruction of housing, with half of the housing
stock destroyed. After the war, some concessions were
made to encourage private construction, but with certain
restrictions. Even though in 1946-1956 housing was built
in an area equal to 50 % of all pre-revolutionary housing,
the housing problem remained acute (Alexeev, Baker, &
Westfall, p.20). Subsequently, Brezhnev's and
Khrushchev's policies contributed to a significant increase in
housing construction, in particular through the intensive
development of housing cooperatives, but this did not solve
the problem due to significant urbanization and an increase
in the urban population.
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Ukraine's declaration of independence marked the
beginning of a gradual mass privatization of the housing
sector. In particular, in October 1991, the Verkhovna Rada
adopted a law according to which all households, including
those on the waiting list, were granted a housing voucher
that could be used as a (partial) payment for the purchase
of a house or to pay rent (Alexeev, Baker, & Westfall, p. 25).

In 2005, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved
the concept of the state program Social Housing, which was
intended to solve the problem of providing housing for
socially vulnerable people by 2015. This program did not
achieve its goal.

Since the mid-2000s, temporary and social housing
funds have been formally operating in Ukraine. A study by
the NGO Centre for Society Research (Cedos) has shown
that the parallel existence of two funds with similar functions
and objectives creates new challenges and misunderstandings
in housing policy.

In Ukraine, the essence of the concepts of 'social' and
'affordable’ housing is not fully regulated, and they are
often used synonymously. In the Cedos report Social,
Temporary, and Crisis Housing: How Ukraine Faced a Full-
Blown War (Social, Temporary..., 2022), several types of
state housing provisions were identified depending on the
duration of residence:

1) conditionally unlimited — social housing that is not
owned by the people who live in it. Social housing exists to
meet the need for affordable and safe housing, which for
various reasons cannot be met on market conditions. Social
housing is created on a non-commercial basis, i.e. the
organizations and institutions that own it (state or municipal
institutions, private non-profit organizations, such as
charitable foundations or NGOs) do not receive any profit
from it, and the income is used to expand the stock of such
housing or cover the operating costs of its maintenance;

2) medium-term — temporary housing (up to 1 year with
the possibility of extension);

3) short-term — "crisis' housing (from one night to several
months).

The first two categories are officially enshrined in
Ukrainian legislation as two separate types of housing stock.

In 2006, the concept of 'social housing' was defined at
the legislative level, which was intended, among other
things, to resolve the problem of uncertainty and parallel use
of the terms 'social housing', 'affordable housing', 'state
housing', 'temporary housing' and ‘crisis housing'. The Law
of Ukraine On the Social Housing Fund (2006) defines social
housing as housing of all forms of ownership (except for
social dormitories) from the social housing fund, which is
provided free of charge by local governments to citizens of
Ukraine who are recognized by law as needing social
protection based on a fixed-term lease agreement.
According to the law, the social housing stock is formed by
local governments.

Following the Procedure for Registering Citizens for
Social Housing, Keeping Them on the Register, and
Removing Them from I, approved by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine on 23 July 2008, citizens are provided
with housing from the social housing stock by a decision of
the relevant local government. Such a decision is the basis
for concluding a relevant social housing lease agreement.

The right to be registered for social housing is exercised
by citizens of Ukraine for whom such housing is the only
place of residence or who are entitled to better housing
conditions; whose average monthly total income for the
previous year per person is less than the indirect cost of
renting housing; IDPs who do not have other housing in the
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territory controlled by the Ukrainian authorities or whose
housing has been destroyed or damaged. Certain issues
related to the provision of social housing to citizens are
regulated by the Civil Code of Ukraine. Paragraph 2-b of
Article 10 of the Law of Ukraine On the Social Housing Fund
(2006), which defines the grounds for a citizen's right to be
registered for social housing, states that the social risk
associated with social housing is poverty. This social risk
was first enshrined in law in the Law of Ukraine On State
Social Assistance to Low-income Families. However, from a
legal point of view, the question of which organizational and
legal form of social protection social housing belongs to
remains unclear.

In 2014, the Ministry of Communities and Territorial
Development drafted the Law of Ukraine On Approval of the
National Programme for the Development of Social Housing
for 2015-2021. However, the draft was returned for revision
in terms of identifying sources of funding to take into account
the position of the Ministry of Economic Development and
Trade and the Ministry of Finance. They recommended that
the fund be financed from local budgets rather than the state
budget. Finally, referring to the Cabinet of Ministers
resolutions On Saving Public Funds and Preventing Budget
Losses (2014, expired in 2016) and On the Effective Use of
Public Funds (2016, still in force), Ministry of Communities
and Territorial Development stopped preparing drafts of new
state programs that require additional funding from the state
budget. On the one hand, the ministry understood that there
might not be enough money for social housing development
at the local level. On the other hand, the social housing
development program was among those on which the state
was ready to save money. Despite the lack of a national
program, some local authorities have developed local social
housing development programs. As of 1 January 2021,
55 local social housing development programs were planned
in 13 regions (other regions and Kyiv had no such plans at
that time) (Social, temporary and crisis housing..., 2022).

The draft Recovery Plan for Ukraine presented in July
2022 by the National Council for the Reconstruction of
Ukraine from the Consequences of the War states that the
development of non-profit housing should become one of
the pillars of Ukraine's housing policy in the future. It also
emphasizes the importance of expanding the number of
public (i.e. state and communal, municipal) housing and
halting the privatization of housing built with funds from the
state and local budgets or international organizations.

With the support of the EU, the construction of the first
of eight social housing units was launched in November
2023: for wounded IDPs undergoing rehabilitation at the
UNBROKEN centre (Yakovenko, 2024).

The Ukrainian architectural studio balbek bureau
presented a project of temporary housing for internally
displaced Ukrainians, which is part of the national
"RE:Ukraine Housing" system (Krutko, 2023). The project in
Lutsk is the first private initiative aimed at providing
temporary housing in a fast, efficient, and responsible
manner. The town is located in the village of Zhydychyn,
on the outskirts of Lutsk. The accommodation is provided
for 456 people. Algorithm of Actions, a non-governmental
organization, asked balbek bureau to develop the
settlement concept.

The Danish Fund in support of Ukraine is going to invest
in building a 410-apartment residential complex in Chernihiv
for those who lost their homes as a result of the russian
invasion. The Chernihiv City Council has already allocated
a land plot in the Masany neighbourhood. All apartments will
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become the property of the city community after construction.
They will be distributed among Chernihiv residents and IDPs
who have lost their homes (Stasiuk, 2024a).

After the successful implementation of the I'mMariupol.
Housing project in Dnipro, the mayor of Mariupol, together
with partners, continues to expand the geography of social
housing for Mariupol residents. In particular, in Chernivtsi, it
is planned to build social housing in the building of the
former student dormitory of Chernivtsi National University.
Completion of the work is scheduled for 2024, after which
more than 150 people will be able to get their rooms
(Official website).

In Kolomyya, Ivano-Frankivsk region, it is planned to
complete the construction of social housing for IDPs,
teachers, doctors, military personnel, and socially
vulnerable groups within two years. The 200-apartment
building is being built by the International Organisation for
Migration. 80 % of apartments will be provided directly to
IDPs, and 20 % will be distributed by the city council. First
and foremost, military personnel, teachers, and doctors will
be able to rent it at reduced prices. It will be a social lease,
with the proceeds from which will be used to maintain the
building and the surrounding area. Unused funds will be
accumulated to build another houses of this type in the
future. Approximately 50 IDP families have already
expressed interest in this opportunity. Kolomyia community
is one of ten communities in Ukraine where social housing
will be built with the help of the International Organisation for
Migration (Karazub, & Vesolovska, 2024).

Temporary housing is defined in Article 132-1 of the
current Housing Code of Ukraine as residential premises for
citizens who do not have or have lost their permanent
housing. In the early 2000s, Ukraine adopted several
regulations on mortgages. The availability of temporary
housing was one of the key conditions for the development
of mortgages, as such a fund was supposed to protect
people who would not be able to repay their housing loans.
It is also noted that refugees and people who have lost their
homes due to a natural disaster or other accident may apply
for temporary housing. Additional conditions for obtaining
temporary housing are the lack of other housing, as well as
the amount of income that does not allow renting other
housing on their own. Refugees can receive temporary
accommodation only if there are no vacancies in temporary
accommodation centers. According to the document,
families with children, pregnant women, people who have
lost their ability to work, and the elderly are the priority
groups for temporary housing. The issue of temporary

housing was reignited in 2014 when the Verkhovna Rada
passed the Law on Ensuring the Rights and Freedoms of
Internally Displaced Persons, which assigned local
governments the responsibility for creating conditions for
temporary settlement of IDPs. After 2014, the fund for
temporary housing existed mainly for the needs of IDPs.
However, even among them, only IDPs with very low
incomes could usually count on temporary housing. For
almost twenty years of its existence, temporary housing has
not been fully operational, and this mechanism has not been
able to provide housing to all those who might need it.

As of January 2021, according to the Ministry of
Communities and Territories Development, there were
1,997 temporary housing units in Ukraine, with 3,363 people
living in them, of whom 1,840 were IDPs. The largest
number of temporary housing units — 597 — was in the
Donetsk region. In most western and central regions of
Ukraine, the stock of temporary housing has not been
formed or is small. As of January 2021, a total of 14 local
programs were planned for the purchase or construction of
temporary housing in 9 regions. In January 2021, there were
4,264 people on the waiting list for temporary housing, of
whom 2,274 were IDPs.

In April 2024, the Ministry of Reintegration of
Temporarily Occupied Territories reported that the total
number of temporary accommodation facilities currently
stands at 1038, with an increase in the number of such
facilities in Dnipro, Ivano-Frankivsk, Ternopil, Kharkiv
regions and others. In total, the number of beds for internally
displaced persons has increased by 4,493. As of 11 April,
20,752 beds were vacant.

An important component of temporary housing is
modular towns (Figure 1), which became relevant during the
full-scale invasion (Social, temporary and crisis housing ...,
2022). The first wave of construction of modular towns in
Ukraine began in 2014. In 2014-2015, with the support of
the German government and the German Society for
International Cooperation GIZ, the construction of modular
towns for citizens from the East who were forced to flee the
russian attack was launched (seven settlements in total: in
the Dnipro region (Dnipro, Kamianske, Nikopol, Kryvyi Rih
and Pavlohrad), Kharkiv and Zaporizhzhia) (Kyrychenko,
2023). Although in practice it turned out that the living
conditions there were by no means comfortable, this housing
gradually became permanent for families, mainly due to the
low ability to pay the residents of such towns (IDPs, elderly
people, people with disabilities, or mothers with children).

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As of 2023, a total of 25 modular towns have been set
up in Ukraine, where about five thousand people live today.
Although, according to the law, contracts for living in such
townships are concluded for a year, people usually stay
much longer.

The term ‘crisis housing' is not defined in Ukrainian legal
documents. Cedos uses it to refer to housing that is provided
to a person in case of the acute urgent need for a period of
1 night to 6 months (Social, temporary and crisis housing...,
2022). We need this category to describe the system of
emergency support for people who are homeless. In other
countries, the equivalent of the term ‘crisis housing' is crisis
accommaodation, emergency housing, or shelter. Crisis housing
is focused on helping vulnerable groups of population, such as
homeless people and people who have experienced violence.

Discussion and conclusions

Ukraine faces numerous challenges in addressing social
housing issues. Data from the Ministry of Communities and
Territories Development show that the current procedure for

registering people for social housing is inefficient and that
there is a small amount of social housing (Social, temporary
and crisis housing..., 2022). Information on the available
social housing stock as of 1 January 2021 shows that only
7,623 people were registered with the social housing
register in Ukraine. Of these, 1,564 people were provided
with 928 apartments from the social housing stock. Another
170 apartments were marked as 'vacant', most likely due to
their uninhabitable condition. Thus, the social housing stock
totaled 1,098 housing units. At the same time, there were no
people on the social housing register in Lviv and Ternopil
regions, nor were there any social housing units (Fig. 2). In
response to a request, the Ternopil City Council reported
that it did not keep records, "since there is no social housing
stock in the community” (Social, temporary and crisis
housing..., 2022). This situation may indicate the
unwillingness or inability of local governments not only to
manage social housing, but also to deal with it at all, or at
least to be aware of the possible need for such housing.

The demand for housing in our country is considerable.
According to the Confederation of Builders of Ukraine
(CBU), 6 million Ukrainians are currently in need of their own
housing, which is almost one in seven Ukrainians. Also,
"70 % of the housing stock in Ukraine is outdated and
dilapidated. At the same time, 7.5 % of the housing stock,
which is 75 million m?, is completely uninhabitable,
according to official data. Only 11 % of the population lives
in relatively new housing (built after the 1990s)". According
to the State Statistics Service's 2018 Social and
Demographic Characteristics of Ukrainian Households,
53.7 % of Ukrainians live in overcrowded apartments and
houses, and the share of residents who are satisfied
(53.8 %) and very satisfied (1.8 %) with their living
conditions is 55.6 %. Privately owned housing accounts for
95.3 % of housing, while state and departmental housing
accounts for 0.5 % and 0.3 % of all housing, respectively.

At the same time, the number of IDPs in Ukraine is not
decreasing. As of November 2024, according to the Ministry
of Social Policy of Ukraine, 4,643,905 people were officially
registered as IDPs. Of these, the predominant age group is
61-70. Also, about 100,000 have a disability, and
5,000 have a large family. The largest number of IDPs is in
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Donetsk, Kharkiv, and Dnipro regions — 529,000, 518,000,
and 452,000 respectively, as well as 416,000 in Kyiv. Thus,
according to the Ministry of Communities, Territories and
Infrastructure Development of Ukraine, as of 1 January
2024, 9,046 IDP families and single individuals were
registered as citizens in need of housing from the housing
stock for temporary residence. As of 1 January 2023, their
number was 6177 families. Thus, compared to the previous
year, the number of people registered for temporary housing
has increased (Cherniy, 2024).

The state did not work on the development of social
housing and filling the social housing stock, in particular, a
national program for the development of social housing was
not adopted. Accordingly, the adoption of the Law On the
Social Housing Fund did not actually lead to the creation of
a sustainable and functional system of housing provision for
socially vulnerable groups of population. The lack of quality
housing policy in the state and clear legislative regulation of
social housing construction, according to S. P. Zapototskyji,
V. A. Zapototska, O. M. Trusij, and V. F. Pasko (Zapotoskyi
et al., 2021), leads to the emergence of several different
housing programs that are not funded and cannot be
effective in solving the housing problem.
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Despite the broad powers of local self-government
bodies, communities had different capacities to develop
social housing. The affordability of social housing in Ukraine
raises questions. The existing criteria for who is eligible for
social housing may not cover some of the people who need
it. The procedure for obtaining social housing is lengthy.
Even though applications are processed within 30 working
days, it may still be impossible to obtain an apartment after
this period, as social housing stocks are not full.

Access to social housing is also complicated by the
bureaucratization of housing records. For example, in
addition to the waiting list for social housing, the same
person may also be on the general housing register of
persons in need of improved housing conditions; the
temporary housing register; and the waiting lists for other
state housing programs. The existence of rights to
extraordinary and priority allocation of apartments for a large
number of social categories can further complicate access
to social housing. The need for annual confirmation of
eligibility for social housing can also be a challenge. As in
the case of registration, such monitoring may require time-
consuming document collection (Social, temporary and
crisis housing..., 2022).

Social housing is not actually being built in Ukraine.
Previously, there was a requirement to receive 15-20 % of
apartments from developers for free transfer to those on the
waiting list. However, this distribution was often corrupt and
did not allow for the effective formation of the social housing
stock. Since 2011, the Law of Ukraine On Regulation of
Urban Development has prohibited the requirement of any
services, tangible or intangible assets, including the
construction of facilities, from the construction customer. In
addition, starting in 2021, the mandatory payment by
construction customers of a share contribution to the
development of the infrastructure of a settlement has been
canceled. There is no generalized information in Ukraine on
the volume of social housing or the need for it in the country
or by region. The relevant policy for providing the population
with social housing is unclear and fragmented.

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FEMALE IMAGES IN MONUMENTS AND MONUMENTAL SCUPTURE
OF THE CITY OF KYIV: A GENDER GEOGRAPHY PERSPECTIVE

Background. The article addresses the issue of gender (dis)balance in the monumental sculpture of the city of Kyiv.

We consider monumental sculpture — which combines compositions of both memorial and entertaining art — to be part of urban symbolic space,
representing and accentuating in public places key political and social values, identities, and markers of societal development. For that reason, not
only researchers from the field of arts and urban studies, but also sociologists, historians and human (including gender) geographers pay ever greater
attention to the study of monuments and more generally urban monumental sculpture. The goal of the present work was to analyze the degree of
women's images being represented in the monumental sculpture of the city of Kyiv. More specific tasks included an overview of similar research
done in other countries of Europe and beyond; addressing both quantitative and qualitative aspects of how women are represented in the monumental
sculpture of the city of Kyiv; looking into the spatial distribution of monuments and sculpture with female images within the city (by administrative
districts); comparison of the city of Kyiv to other capitals and large cities abroad; analysis of historical-geographic factors impacting the Ukraine's
memorial space evolution and representation in the monuments of the city of Kyiv.
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Methods. This work is a case-study with the elements of basic statistical, comparative, and interpretative analisis. Data sources include
reference guides and tourist maps.

Results. In terms of quantitative balance between female and male images in the monumental sculpture (41 to 360), the city of Kyiv falls
behind a number of large cities in several leading countries of the world. In particular, there is a small number of monuments representing real
historical figures of women — only 17%. Chronologically, there was a significant increase in the number of female images in monumental sculpture
installed after Ukraine gained independence. Unlike in many cities of Europe, the are only rare cases of nude female sculpture. There is a strong
tendency to use feminine figures to represent allegorical images of Ukraine, its statehood and people's history. Territorially, Shevchenkivskyi and
Pecherskyi districts have the largest concentration of monuments to women.

Conclusions. Modest quantitative balance between female and male figures in the monumental sculpture of the city of Kyiv suggest
underrepresentation of women in the Kyiv's memorial space, hence insufficient recognition of women's contribution to the social, political and artistic
domains in Ukraine. At the same time, feminine personification of Ukraine's statehood and history makes the Ukrainian memorial space differ from
that of the Soviet-era and may be considered a positive example of gender values. Increasing number of monuments to women and female images in
the urban monumental sculpture of the city of Kyiv suggests there is a growing recognition of women's social and political role in collective historical
memory of independent Ukraine. Spatial analysis reveals uneven distribution of female figures in the monumental sculpture of the city.

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FOOD SECURITY AND THE MARKET FOR CROP PRODUCTION
IN THE CHERNIVTSI REGION

Background. The prerequisites for the study are methodological developments of the scientists of the Institute of
Agrarian Economics and attempts to implement them at the regional level. They are based on the assessment of the food market
capacity, taking into account the regional agricultural specialisation of the production of certain agricultural products, the
purchasing power of the population and the demand for various types of agricultural products. Simultaneously, this implies taking
into account, in addition to intra-regional production and demand, inter-regional product movement and the formation of expert
potential. The article considers the concept of the food market and the features of its formation. The minimum and rational
consumption norms are indicated. The object of the study is the food market of the regional region from the position of filling it
with plant products.

Methods. The research methodology consists of assessing the actual volume of the capacity of the intra-regional
consumer food market and agricultural product markets, taking into account the consumption of food products at the level of
minimum and rational nutritional standards of the population of the regional region. To achieve the set goal, a number of scientific
methods were used. Namely, horological; mathematical modelling; economic; balance and normative; abstraction and
generalisation; statistical method were used.

Results. The current state of plant production development is analyzed and an assessment of the formation of supply on
the food market with plant products in the Chernivtsi region is carried out. In the agriculture of the Chernivtsi region, the trends of
dominance of plant production over livestock farming in the structure of agricultural production, growth in areas and gross yields
of technical and fruit crops continue. Reduction in the number of cattle and the general dominance of agricultural formations in
crop production (except for potato, vegetable, etc.) and households in livestock (except for poultry). When forming regional food
markets, it is necessary to take into account such an aspect as the production of agricultural products by households for self-
sufficiency rather than for sale.

Conclusions. The regional food market for plant products in the Chernivtsi region can be considered quite balanced,
characterized by potential niches for the production of vegetables, potatoes, grain products and export-oriented fruit growing.

When forming regional food markets, it is necessary to take into account such an aspect as the production of agricultural
products by households for the most part for self-sufficiency, and not for sale. There is also a certain share of products that are
outside the scope of commodity-money relations.

The possibilities of selling agricultural products by individual households have a significant number of infrastructure problems
(place of sale, possibilities for storing products, packaging and sorting, etc.). All this provides non-competitive advantages to large
agricultural enterprises for the formation of inflated prices.

Background

Relevance of the Research. The current problems of
agricultural production in Ukraine are atypical for such a
powerful agrarian state, as they concern the population's
ability to provide itself with food in volumes deemed optimal.
This directly pertains to the field of food security, which
ensures a person's constant physical, social, and economic
access to sufficient, safe, and nutritious food that meets their
needs and dietary preferences for an active and healthy life
(Food and Agriculture ..., 2002).

Accordingly, the key concepts are accessibility, availability,
sustainability, and utilisation, which mostly depend on the
required agricultural production volumes, trade policies, the
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development of trade relations, and cooperation in food
markets. Under martial law, it is essential to focus on
agricultural production, as the logistics of agricultural trade
have been significantly disrupted. It is advisable to assess
the capacity of the regional consumer market for agricultural
crop production and food products within the Chernivtsi
region to justify necessary directions for trade policy and
cooperation.

The analysis of the latest research and publications.
The basis of food security lies in the agricultural and food
market understood as a system of territorial clusters that
interconnect agricultural production, the food industry, food
trade, public catering, and market infrastructure. Current
research on Ukraine's food market, carried out by the
National Scientific Center "Institute of Agrarian Economics,"
focuses on determining market capacity, substantiating
minimum and optimal consumption standards for various
products, analyzing trends in consumption and purchasing
power, justifying the composition of the consumer basket,
and evaluating the volume of agricultural products that exist
outside the framework of monetary and trade relations.

The aim of the study is to analyze the current state of
crop production and assess its contribution to the food
market in the Chernivtsi region.

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Methods

To achieve the set goal, a number of scientific methods
were used. Namely, horological (for perception of the
peculiarities of growing agricultural products); mathematical
modelling (for calculation of the normative capacity of the
domestic food market); economic (for estimation of the
normative capacity of the food market); balance and
normative (for comparison of agricultural production
volumes with scientifically grounded norms of the food
market capacity); abstraction and generalisation (provided
search for stable typical characteristics of the food market
formation); statistical method (for collecting the necessary
indicators) were used.

The research methodology involves evaluating the
actual capacity of the internal regional consumer food
market and agricultural product markets, taking into account
the consumption of food products based on minimum and
rational dietary norms for the regional population.

The food market serves as the environment for the
distribution of a portion of the societal product intended for
personal consumption in exchange for monetary income.
This process embodies economic relations concerning the
production, exchange, and consumption of food products.
The primary components of this market are the segments for
specific food items such as meat, milk and dairy products,
grains, sugar, fruits, vegetables, potatoes, and oils.

The food market is also vulnerable from social and
economic perspectives, as its functioning is closely linked to,
on one hand, the population's standard of living and
purchasing power and, on the other, the volumes of
agricultural production and the cost of its production.

The assessment of the normative capacity of the internal
food market is determined as the sum of the products of the
consumption norm of a specific type of food by the population
and the average consumer price for that type of food.

The calculation is performed for the entire population
using the formula.

Where: €PI is the capacity of the internal food market,
in UAH; Hen is the consumption norm of the n-th type of food
per person, in kilograms; CLnis the consumer price of the
n-th type of food, in UAH; H is the average annual population
size, in individuals; n is the type of food resources that
contribute to the capacity of the internal food market; c is the
number of types of food resources contributing to the
capacity of the internal food market.

To calculate the normative capacity of the food market,
consumer prices for food products (regional average prices)
are used. Given the seasonal nature of the consumption of
certain vegetables and fruits, during the winter-spring
period, the prices of processed products are considered for
calculations within the vegetable group. However,
consumption norms for vegetable and fruit groups remain
unchanged.

When assessing the capacity of the regional food
market, it is essential to consider the level of urbanization
and the demand for specific products based on minimum
and rational consumption norms, excluding products outside
monetary and trade relations.

Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 656
of April 14, 2000 "On approval of food sets, sets of non-food
products and sets of services for major social and
demographic groups of the population" specifies the
nutritional composition of average daily food sets for the
population (see Table 1)

The most suitable methodology for assessing the food
market's capacity is calculating based on minimum and
rational consumption norms for essential food items
included in the consumer basket. Accordingly, determining
consumption norms requires considering the population's
age structure. In the Chernivtsi region, the age structure is
as follows: 6.3 % are children aged 0-6 years, 11 % are
children aged 6-18years, 60.7 % are working-age
individuals, and 22 % are older adults. Based on this age
structure, the minimum annual consumption norms per
person, according to the consumer basket, are as follows:
bread and bakery products — 93.8 kg; potatoes — 99 kg;
vegetables — 105 kg; fruits — 66 kg; milk and dairy
products — 330 kg; meat (all types) — 50 kg; eggs —
220 units; fish and fish products — 12 kg.
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The rational consumption norms are higher: bread and
bakery products — 102 kg; meat and meat products — 83 kg;
milk and dairy products — 380 kg; eggs — 290 units; fish and
fish products — 20 kg; potatoes — 120 kg; vegetables and
melons — 160 kg, fruits and berries — 90 kg.

Results

In the agriculture of Chernivtsi region, over the past
5 years, the trends of dominance of crop production over
livestock production in the structure of agricultural
production, growth in areas and gross yields of technical and
fruit crops, a decrease in the number of cattle, and the
general dominance of agricultural formations in crop
production (except potato growing, vegetable growing, etc.)
and households in livestock production (except for poultry
farming) have generally continued.
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In 2023, approximately 310,000 hectares were
allocated to agricultural producers in the Chernivtsi region,
of which 36 % were managed by enterprises and 64 % by
households. Compared to the previous two years, an
increase in cultivated areas (up to 1,500 hectares) was
observed, primarily due to growth in household farming
(possibly to enhance food self-sufficiency). It is worth
noting that this figure is 10 % lower compared to 1990. In
the structure of cultivated areas, compared to the 1990s,
there is a continued trend of increasing the share of
technical crops (from 11 to 30%), potatoes and vegetable-
melon crops (from 9 to 16 %), and grain crops (from 38 to
40 %). Meanwhile, the share of forage crops has
decreased significantly from 42 to 14 % (Ardelyan, &
Koropotynska, 2023).

In 2023, 121 thousand hectares were allocated for
grain crops in the Chernivtsi region, which is 3% more than
in 2022. The increase in sown areas occurs both in

agricultural formations and in households. The volume of
production of grains and legumes (together with corn)
amounted to 764.2 thousand tons, which is 19% more than
in 2022, with an average yield of 63 centners/hectare. In
the structure of grain production, the largest gross harvests
are corn (476.6 thousand tons), wheat (172.9 thousand
tons) and barley (100.1 thousand tons). Buckwheat
cultivation is significant, for which 3526 hectares were
allocated, and the harvest was 68130 quintals (99 %
produced in agricultural enterprises). Of the legume crops,
the area under beans is insignificant — 945 hectares and
peas — 174 hectares, of which 16,778 tons (of which 99 %
by households) and 3,606 tons (of which 95 % by
households) were harvested, respectively. The total need
for bread products, according to the recommended norms,
does not exceed 70 thousand tons. About 50 large and a
significant number of small enterprises are engaged in
bread production in the region (see Table 2).

The area of industrial croup in theChernivtsi region is Rapeseed was sown, 22 % more than in 2021, on

growing. For example, in 1990, 0.5 thousand hectares and
30 thousand hectares were allocated for sunflower crops, in
2010 — 6.2 and 4.2 thousand hectares, respectively. Since
2016, sugar beet cultivation has been discontinued (due to
the closure of sugar factories in Chernivtsi and neighbouring
regions), and the area of sunflower crops is increasing from
10.5 thousand hectares to 22 thousand hectares (in 2021)
and somewhat less in 2023 — 20.3 thousand hectares. In
enterprises, the area of sunflower crops decreased by 16 %,
and in households by 4 %. In 2023, The sunflower seed
harvest was 65.5 thousand tons (30.5 % more than in 2022).
The largest areas of industrial crops are occupied by
soybean crops — 59.4 thousand hectares (increasing by
2.5 % each year). Gross soybean harvests are also growing —
141.2 thousand tons (23 % more than the previous year).
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14.2 thousand hectares. At the same time, all crops of this
crop are concentrated in agricultural formations. The
production of winter and spring rapeseed in 2023 was
40.8 thousand tons (24.5 % more than in 2022). Industrial
crops are not used as food products but are the basis to
produce oil. There are one small and several small olil
producers operating in the Chernivtsi region.

In 2023, 48.2 thousand hectares were allocated for
potatoes and vegetable and bell pepper crops in the
Chernivtsi region (1 thousand hectares less than in 2022).
The main producers of these types of crop production are
households, which account for 99.7 % of the total regional
sowing. Given this, the areas allocated for potatoes have
practically not changed over 20-25 years (32—-35 thousand
hectares), similarly for vegetable crops (11-13 thousand
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hectares). The dynamics of gross harvests during this period
fluctuated mainly depending on the yield and amounted to
about 669 thousand tons of potatoes and 247 thousand tons
of vegetables. These gross harvests are largely the basis for
household food self-sufficiency, as a result of which a niche
for export products is created in the food market. Of the

vegetable crops grown in 2023, head cabbage
(328,357 tons, of which 99 % were in private households),
cauliffower and broccoli (7,483 tons, 99 % — private

households), dill in open ground (4,744 tons, 100 % -
private households), parsley in open ground (8,224 tons,
100 % - private households), sorrel in open ground
(322 tons, 100 % — private households)? sweet peppers
(79,108 tons, 99 % — households), cucumbers and gherkins
(193,602 tons, 88 % — households), eggplants (23,930 tons,
100 % — households), tomatoes (529,707 tons, 100 % —
households), pumpkins (84,028 tons, 98 % — households),
zucchini (140,717 tons, 99 % — households), garlic (87,088
tons, 100 % — households), onions (276,098 tons, 100 % —
households), carrots (242,631 tons, 99 % — households),
beets (337,659 tons, 99 % — households), radishes
(1,134 tons, 100 % — households). Of the melon crops,
watermelons were grown (72,007 tons, 99 % — households
of the population), melons (20,915tons, 100 % -
households of the population) (Ardelyan, Koropotynska,
2023). The volume of potato production in the region by a
third, and vegetables by two-thirds, provide the rational and
almost completely minimal needs of the population.

In the Chernivtsi region, 263 thousand tons of fruit and
berry crops were harvested in 2023 (6 thousand tons more
than in 2022), with 76.9 % of the total volume obtained by
individual households. The productivity of orchards and
berry orchards was about 170 centners/ha, in agricultural
farms — 200 centners/ha, in households — over 160
centners/ha. It should be noted that the area of fruit and
berry crops in 1990 was — 26.0 thousand hectares, in 2000 —
17.6 thousand hectares, in 2010 — 15.1 thousand hectares,
and in 2020 as now — 16.8 thousand hectares. At the same
time, the production of fruit and berry crops increased,
1990 — 870 thousand tons, 2000 — 526 thousand tons,
2010 — 972 thousand tons, 2020 — 2169 thousand tons and
now 2600 thousand tons, which indicates a significant
intensification of their production. Chernivtsi region occupies
a leading position in Ukraine in terms of the production of
fruits and berries. Horticultural and berry products are sold
in the region, transported to other regions of Ukraine and
exported abroad. The total production of fruits in the region
is three times higher than the recommended consumption
rates and forms export potential. When forming regional
food markets, it is necessary to take into account such an
aspect as the production of agricultural products by
households for self-sufficiency, rather than for sale. At the
same time, the possibilities of their sale of agricultural
products have a significant number of infrastructure
problems (place of sale, possibilities of storage of products,
packaging and sorting, etc.). All this provides non-
competitive advantages to agricultural enterprises
(especially agro holdings) for the formation of inflated prices,
especially during the "off-season"” period, when they remain
dominant in the food market. It is also necessary to take into
account that there is a certain share of products that are
outside the boundaries of commodity-money relations.

Discussion and conclusions

The food market is an environment for the sale of part
of the social product aimed at personal consumption in
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exchange for the monetary income of the population, in the
process of which economic relations regarding the
production, exchange and consumption of food products
are implemented. The main components of such a market
are the markets of individual food products — meat, milk
and dairy products, grain, sugar, fruits, vegetables,
potatoes, oil, etc.

It is advisable to assess the capacity of the food market
based on indicators of minimum and rational norms of
consumption of basic food products included in the
consumer basket/

In the agriculture of the Chernivtsi region, the trends of
the dominance of crop production over livestock production
in the structure of agricultural production, growth in areas
and gross yields of technical and fruit crops, reduction in the
number of cattle and, in general, the dominance of
agricultural formations in crop production (except potato
growing, vegetable growing, etc.) and households in
livestock farming (except poultry farming) continue/

The regional food market for plant products in the
Chernivtsi region can be considered quite balanced,
characterized by potential niches for the production of
vegetables, potatoes, grain products and export-oriented
fruit growing.

When forming regional food markets, it is necessary to
take into account such an aspect as the production of
agricultural products by households for the most part for
self-sufficiency, and not for sale. There is also a certain
share of products that are outside the scope of commodity-
money relations.

The possibilities of selling agricultural products by
individual households have a significant number of
infrastructure problems (place of sale, possibilities for
storing products, packaging and sorting, etc.). All this
provides non-competitive advantages to large agricultural
enterprises for the formation of inflated prices.

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THE CURRENT STATE OF DEVELOPMENT OF RESTAURANT BUSINESS
IN THE ZHYTOMYR REGION

Background. Therestaurant services market has entered a new stage of development due to the events that have taken place in our country
and the world: covid-19 and modern military aggression, which have led to the emergence of new formats of restaurant business establishments. The
activity of restaurant business establishments during the covid-19 period contributed to the introduction of new modern IT technologies in the field
of catering, and the development of new methodological recommendations for the operation of establishments in special covid conditions.
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Methods. In writing the paper, we used such methods as analysis, synthesis, observation and comparison to identify the patterns of
functioning of restaurant business establishments.

Results. The study of the current state of activity of restaurant business establishments both in the country as a whole and in the city of
Zhytomyr in the conditions of hostilities has shown that modern restaurant business services provide not only basic but also higher needs of society.
The following trends in the restaurant business are becoming popular: food markets and innovative food courts (cultivation of markets and their
transformation into universal gastronomic spaces); slow-food (slow consumption of tasty and healthy food, education of taste in customers and
restoration of their respect for food); finger-food (buffet where you eat only with your hands) and tapas (one huge plate for everyone); transition to
cooking with environmentally friendly products, etc. It is established that the level of development of the restaurant business in the country is
different and needs to be improved. The specific problems faced by restaurateur entrepreneurs in relocating their establishments to safer areas are
identified. An analysis of the current state of development of restaurant business establishments in the city of Zhytomyr is carried out.

Conclusions. The main directions of activity that can help to restore the work of restaurant business establishments in the territories that
have suffered enormous destruction are proposed. The advanced directions of the world market, which can be used by restaurant business
establishments of Ukraine and the main European popular trends, are studied. The food culture is being modernised, with much borrowed from the
European food culture. Various formats of restaurant business establishments are proposed, which are proven, standardised forms of organisation
of production and sale of catering products. The directions for improving the restaurant business through the use of innovative approaches that exist
in the field of service in the world restaurant business are investigated.

PROCESS OF SECONDARY SCHOOLS

Background. Orienteering is one of the popular sports that contributes to the development of physical, intellectual, and
psycho-emotional skills. Due to its unique combination of physical activity and the need for quick decision-making, this sport
becomes an important element in the upbringing of the younger generation. In the modern educational process, orienteering has
great potential for integration into curricula, as it not only promotes physical development but also cultivates critical thinking skills,
teamwork, and adaptability to various conditions. However, there are certain difficulties and challenges that need to be overcome
to achieve optimal results. Therefore, it is relevant to identify ways to implement orienteering into the educational process. The
aim of this study is to determine effective ways of integrating orienteering into the educational process to popularize this sport and
develop students’ physical, intellectual, and psycho-emotional skills.

Methods. The study analyzed foreign experience and orienteering programs with the potential for integration into the
educational process, reviewed existing programs and scientific research on orienteering in Ukraine, and identified a competency-
based approach.

Results. Orienteering has a significant impact on the development of students’ physical and intellectual skills. One of the
key challenges in integrating orienteering into the educational process is the need to adapt curricula and train teaching staff. The
recommendations proposed in the study demonstrate that with proper implementation, orienteering can become an important
element of the educational process, contributing not only to physical education but also to the development of key competencies,
critical thinking, leadership qualities, and enhancing students’ overall motivation for learning.

Conclusions. The experience of many countries shows that incorporating orienteering into educational programs has a
positive impact on the development of students and promotes their overall harmonious growth. The conducted research highlights
the significant potential of orienteering as an effective means of developing students’ physical, intellectual, and psycho-emotional
skills. Integrating this sport into the educational process contributes not only to the physical development of young people but
also to the formation of essential life competencies, such as critical thinking, teamwork, and adaptability to changing conditions.
At the same time, the challenges associated with implementing orienteering can be overcome by developing an adapted teaching

methodology and integrating this sport into curricula, particularly in geography.

Keywords: orienteering, secondary school, educational and methodological recommendations for orienteering.

Background

Orienteering plays an underestimated role in the
education system, both in physical and intellectual aspects,
allowing for well-rounded development. Its inclusion in
educational programs will positively impact learning. This
sport is based on the combination of mental and physical
activities, which demonstrates its uniqueness and
comprehensiveness. Firstly, like any other sport,
orienteering promotes physical activity and improves health
indicators, as it is fundamentally based on running. It is well
known that running reduces resting heart rate, which in turn
lowers the risk of cardiovascular diseases. Additionally,
running boosts overall immunity, improves mood, and builds
discipline. Since orienteering is conducted outdoors in most
cases, there is an opportunity to be in the fresh air during
activities, which will engage educational process
participants in learning and enhance their effectiveness.
Secondly, orienteering supports intellectual development,
primarily through the ability to navigate terrain, analyze
maps, plan routes, and make quick decisions, which develop
logical thinking. Navigating terrain is important in everyday
life, as the lack of basic skills often leads to difficulties in
finding destinations, as well as during travels or hikes,
making these skills useful for regular tourism. Thus, spatial
perception is developed, helping to understand one's
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location and further direction of movement in the
environment. This sport is accessible and inclusive: people
of all ages, physical and physiological characteristics can
participate. Orienteering allows for the development of
cooperation skills, support, and leadership qualities, which
are indispensable in today's society, as it can be not only an
individual sport but also a team sport.

Orienteering holds significant importance in military
affairs, where a map is an essential tool, without the
understanding of which it is impossible to determine one's
location and potential directions of movement, effectively
reconnoiter the terrain, organize defense or offense in
unfamiliar territory, and ensure the safety of personnel and
equipment. In Ukraine, in connection with the full-scale
invasion of Russian troops on its territory, the issue of terrain
navigation has arisen, clearly demonstrating the necessity
of this skill, as without it, it is difficult to achieve success in
conducting combat operations, which are carried out quickly
and dynamically in modern realities.

Orienteering is widespread in many countries, with
78 countries from all continents being members of the
International Orienteering Federation. In addition to the
global popularity of orienteering, it is also integrated into the
school education system, where it serves as an effective tool
for the all-around development of students.
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In many countries, orienteering is part of the mandatory
physical education curriculum. For example, in Sweden,
during classes, students learn the basics of map reading,
compass use, and techniques for moving through various
terrain types. These classes not only strengthen students'
physical health but also develop their ability to navigate
space, make quick decisions, and work in teams.

In Norway, orienteering was introduced in educational
institutions in the 1950s and has since become widely
spread. Today, orienteering is a mandatory component of
the physical education program for primary and secondary
school students.

In New Zealand, orienteering is mainly practiced in
secondary schools, with competitions held at regional and
national levels. The country has 18 orienteering clubs that
encourage students to engage in this sport and participate
in competitions.

Orienteering was introduced to Scotland in the 1950s
and has since become a popular sport among people of all
ages and skill levels. The initial competitions were small and
organized by enthusiasts, but gradually, orienteering gained
national recognition. The country has become one of the
leading nations in the development of this sport, and
Scottish educational institutions actively include orienteering
in their curricula.

The implementation of orienteering in educational
institutions  across various countries demonstrates
numerous educational and social benefits. International
experience indicates that integrating this sport into school
programs promotes the comprehensive development of
students, including improving physical fitness, developing
navigation and terrain orientation skills, and fostering team
spirit and responsibility. Involving students in orienteering
stimulates their interest in physical education, geography,
biology, and ecology, which contributes to a deeper
understanding of these subjects. The experience of foreign
countries shows that orienteering can become an important
component of the educational process, promoting a healthy
lifestyle and increasing overall motivation for learning.

The World Health Organization (WHO) has specific
recommendations regarding physical activity for people of
different ages. Schoolchildren aged 5-17 are recommended
to engage in moderate-to-vigorous physical activity for at
least one hour per day throughout the week, primarily
involving aerobic exercise, and to include high-intensity
aerobic activity at least three times a week to improve the
musculoskeletal system. It is also necessary to reduce the
amount of time spent sitting or lying down, particularly for
entertainment in front of a computer or television screen.

The purpose of this study is to identify effective ways
of integrating orienteering into the educational process to
popularize this sport and develop students' physical,
intellectual, and psycho-emotional skills.

Methods

The study analyzed foreign experience and orienteering
programs with the potential for integration into the
educational process, reviewed existing programs and
scientific research on orienteering in Ukraine, and identified
a competency-based approach.

Results

Modern societal trends demand that the education
system not only impart knowledge but also develop a set of
skills that will enable students to effectively adapt to the
challenges of the contemporary world. An important
component of this process is the development of spatial
thinking and the ability to work with data, including
geographic data. In this context, orienteering serves not

only as an engaging sport but also as an effective tool for
learning and developing competencies essential for
successful life activities.

Orienteering is a sport in which participants use a map
and compass to navigate through a series of control points
(CP) set out in the terrain as quickly as possible. Results are
determined by the time taken to complete the course
(sometimes considering penalty time) or by the number of
points scored. The integration of orienteering into the
learning process is a pedagogical approach that creates a
synergistic effect between theoretical knowledge and its
practical application. This method not only improves
navigation skills but also deepens the understanding of
geographical concepts. Applying geographic knowledge in
real-world conditions allows students to develop spatial
thinking, critically analyze data, and make informed
decisions in challenging situations.

The use of orienteering in educational institutions
abroad has become widespread as an effective tool for
developing students' cognitive and physical skills. In many
countries, particularly in Northern and Western Europe,
orienteering is integrated into school curricula as part of
physical education, as well as through an interdisciplinary
approach that combines geography, biology, and other
natural sciences.

Orienteering is a popular sport in Sweden, where many
educational institutions integrate it into their physical
education programs starting from the 1st grade. The
curriculum content for the "Physical Education and Health"
course for grades 1-3 includes exploring and navigating the
local environment, investigating daily movement possibilities
in the terrain, studying concepts that describe location,
distance, and direction, engaging in outdoor activities
throughout the year, and understanding the principles of
public access to nature. For grades 4-6, the curriculum
includes exploring and navigating the natural and
surrounding environment, investigating daily movement
possibilities in the terrain, studying the structure of simple
maps, including digital ones, spending time in nature in
various environments and seasons, understanding public
access to nature, and water safety throughout the year. For
grades 7-9, it involves exploring and navigating familiar
environments using simple maps and digital tools,
investigating daily movement possibilities in the local
environment, giving and following instructions, engaging in
outdoor activities in different environments and seasons,
water safety throughout the year, and managing
emergencies on and around water bodies using auxiliary
equipment (Curriculum for the basic school..., 2023).

Orienteering is often integrated with other subjects such
as geography and biology. For example, students may
explore local flora and fauna during their training sessions.

Educational institutions often have access to specially
designated areas for orienteering, such as parks, forests,
and local sports club facilities. This allows for outdoor
lessons in natural settings, promoting more effective
learning and student development.

In Sweden, numerous orienteering competitions are
regularly held among students. These include school-wide,
regional, and national tournaments. Such events encourage
healthy competition and increase motivation for sports
among young people. An example is the O-Ringen project,
the world's largest orienteering festival, which brings
together thousands of participants, including students. This
event is a key component in the development of orienteering,
providing extensive opportunities for participation and skill
improvement among young people.

In Norway, orienteering is not only a popular sport but also
plays an important role in children's physical education.
Orienteering was introduced in Norwegian schools in the 1950s
and has since become widely practiced. Today, orienteering is
a mandatory component of the physical education curriculum
for primary and secondary school students in Norway.

Orienteering is part of the national physical education
curriculum in Norway and plays a key role in developing
students' physical and cognitive skills. The organization of
orienteering lessons is typically handled by physical education
teachers or specialized orienteering coaches. Lessons
usually include both theoretical and practical components,
providing a comprehensive mastery of the sport. In the
theoretical part, students learn the rules of orienteering, map
reading, and compass use. The practical part involves active
participation in training competitions on open terrain, allowing
students to apply their theoretical knowledge in practice
(Orienteering association in Norway, 2023).

Government initiatives and support from local sports
clubs play a significant role in promoting orienteering. The
Norwegian government actively supports the development
of orienteering through funding school programs, organizing
competitions, and providing training for teachers. Local
sports clubs also collaborate closely with schools, offering
technical support and organizing events for students.
According to public opinion in Norway and sports club
members, an important goal is to instill a lasting need for a
healthy lifestyle in children and youth and to foster their
development as good citizens of their country.

School orienteering competitions are held at local,
regional, and national levels, giving students the opportunity
to test their skills and compete with other students from
across the country.

Scotland is one of the leading countries in the
development of orienteering. Scottish educational institutions
actively incorporate orienteering into their physical education
programs. The Scottish Schools Orienteering Association
(SSOA) plays a key role in promoting orienteering among
school students. It encourages schools to use orienteering as
part of both official and informal programs, highlighting its
benefits for students' physical and intellectual development.
The SSOA also organizes the annual Schools Festival,
where students showcase their orienteering knowledge and
skills, and supports teams at the World Schools Orienteering
Championships (School orienteering in Scotland, 2023).

Annually, the Scottish Schools Orienteering Festival is
held, targeting students who have already been introduced
to orienteering in their schools. Schools from across
Scotland participate in the competitions, which are
organized to allow all participants who have mastered basic
orienteering skills to demonstrate their abilities.

Orienteering is a popular sport in New Zealand and is
frequently implemented in schools as part of physical activity
and skill development. In New Zealand schools, orienteering
is typically integrated into the physical education curriculum
or conducted as an extracurricular activity. It is primarily
practiced in secondary school, particularly in Years 7 and 8.
Every two years, the Oceania Championships are held,
traditionally featuring only long and relay distances, but now
also including sprint and middle distances. The youngest
age category for teams is men and women under 16 years
old (M16, W16). Additionally, the Orienteering NZ Junior
Camp is held annually, rotatng among various
locations/clubs. This camp usually takes place in December
and is highly sought after by young participants (School
orienteering in New Zealand, 2023).
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Orienteering was introduced to Ukraine in the 1960s,
when the first Ukrainian Orienteering Championship was
held in the city of Kaniv. The development of orienteering in
the country has been closely linked with the tourism sector,
which was involved in route planning, map drawing,
preparing participants, and organizing competitions. There
was a noticeable decline in orienteering during the second
half of the 1990s due to the worsening economic crisis and
reduced funding for sports organizations. Over time, thanks
to the efforts of enthusiasts, international orienteering
competitions were held in Ukraine. For example, a World
Cup stage took place in July 2000 in Truskavets, and the
World Championship was held in August 2007 in Kyiv.
Currently, due to the ongoing military actions in Ukraine, a
significant part of the country is unsuitable for conducting
orienteering activities and competitions. In addition to the
temporarily occupied territories, cleared areas in various
regions still contain explosive remnants, which will pose a
threat and hinder the organization of sporting events for a long
time. However, despite these challenges, the orienteering
community is quickly adapting to the new conditions.

The current development of societal processes in
Ukraine requires new approaches to addressing issues
related to ensuring social cohesion, integration, and a healthy
population. The "Plich-o-Plich" (Shoulder to Shoulder) project
is an important social initiative in Ukraine aimed at
strengthening social cohesion and supporting an active
lifestyle among different population groups.

"Plich-o-Plich All-Ukrainian school leagues" are annual
competitions for students across Ukraine, running from
September to June, featuring five sports: basketball, volleyball,
futsal, orienteering, and cheerleading. The orienteering
competitions are included in the program with the aim of
developing and popularizing orienteering among school
students in all regions of Ukraine, as well as fostering lasting
traditions and motivation towards physical education and
sports as crucial factors in maintaining a healthy lifestyle.

The competitions consist of five stages: Stage 1 (school),
Stage 2 (territorial and district in regional cities), Stage 3
(district and city in regional cities), Stage 4 (regional), and
Stage 5 (national). Through team competitions and joint
training sessions, participants learn to collaborate,
overcome challenges together, and support each other,
which significantly enhances social cohesion.

"Plich-o-Plich  All-Ukrainian school leagues" is an
initiative aimed at supporting and developing student
competitions in various sports and activities. This initiative
involves organizing competitions among schools across
Ukraine to engage youth in an active lifestyle, improve
physical fithess levels, and foster team spirit.

Orienteering can be incorporated into educational
programs at all levels of education, from primary to higher
education. In Ukraine, it is currently implemented only in
school-based clubs or extracurricular institutions for
students and within certain disciplines in higher education
institutions. An example is the Center for Tourism and
Local History of Student Youth in the Svyatoshyn District
of Kyiv. The CTLC is an extracurricular institution
specializing in fostering children's and youth's interest in
local history and tourism, as well as a love for their
homeland. It offers clubs focused on various aspects of
tourism and orienteering, local history, and creativity. The
first direction is divided into two clubs: sports tourism and
orienteering. There are three main age categories for the
club: 7-10 years, 10-15 years, and 15-21 years, each of
which is further divided into several groups depending on
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age and instructor. The clubs operate based on schools
in the Svyatoshyn District or at the CTLC, with the number
of sessions and their timing depending on the age of the
participants. During the 2022-2023 years, numerous
events related to orienteering were held, including
training at various locations such as indoor facilities,
parks, and forested areas in different types of
orienteering, as well as competitions, which are often
thematic and help to learn more about significant dates
and personalities. In training sessions, children not only
improve their physical fitness for competitions but also
learn to work with maps of various scales, use a compass
on the terrain applying knowledge about azimuths, and
study relief forms with contour lines, topographic
symbols, and other important elements of orienteering
(Center of tourism and local..., 2023).

Students from one of the schools participated in the
Ukrainian Trail Orienteering Championship, a type of
orienteering focused on accurately determining control
points on the terrain using a map, without considering the
time taken to complete the course, indicating an expansion
of their horizons in this sport and new experiences. CTLC
participants also regularly compete in bike orienteering
events, which involve orienteering by bicycle. Several City
of Kyiv Championships in this type of orienteering have
already been held. Unconventional competitions included
the CTLC Open Championship in Online Orienteering
dedicated to Kyiv Day, conducted remotely rather than in
person, demonstrating the versatility of this sport, which
allows organizing events not only in traditional sprint or
long-distance formats but also virtually using information
technology.

As orienteering is a sport that integrates physical fitness,
navigation skills, and decision-making, it serves as an
effective means for students to develop both Soft skills and
Hard skills.

Soft skills developed through orienteering include
communication skills, decision-making, teamwork, self-
control and self-organization, stress resilience, and
analytical thinking. Orienteering is often conducted in team
competitions, where students must learn to collaborate
effectively to succeed, communicate clearly and concisely
with their teammates to provide and receive necessary
information. Additionally, participants learn to quickly and
efficiently solve problems that arise during orienteering and
make decisions, such as finding an alternative route or
choosing the best path to the next control point.

Hard skills developed through orienteering include map
reading, compass use, physical fithess, and terrain
navigation. During orienteering, students learn to read and
interpret topographic maps to find their way to control points
and use a compass to determine direction. To successfully
complete the course, participants need to be in good
physical condition, which in turn contributes to improving
their overall well-being.

The development of these skills not only supports
success in academics and work but also prepares young
people for the challenges and opportunities they will face in
the future. Research shows that Soft skills, such as
communication, teamwork, and problem-solving, positively
impact students' academic performance. Hard skills, on the
other hand, provide the necessary knowledge and abilities
for performing specific professional tasks. Soft skills play a
crucial role in personal development, helping individuals
build strong relationships, resolve conflicts, and achieve
their goals. They also contribute to better self-awareness and
confidence, which are important components of emotional
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intelligence. Hard skills will also remain in demand as
technological advancements create new job opportunities.

Key competencies form the foundation for the
comprehensive development of students, preparing them for
the challenges of modern society. Their importance lies in
their role in fostering skills necessary for successful life and
professional activities in the 21st century. Key competencies
help students recognize their own strengths and
weaknesses, develop self-confidence and independent
decision-making abilities, enhance the effectiveness of the
learning process, and create a foundation for a fulfilling and
successful life. Key competencies include the ability to learn,
communicate in state, native, and foreign languages,
mathematical and basic scientific and technical
competencies, information and communication skills, social
and civic competencies, cultural awareness, entrepreneurial
skills, and health preservation competencies.

Integrating orienteering into the educational process
requires carefully developed teaching and methodological
guidelines that consider the specific needs of age groups,
curricula, and the capabilities of educational institutions.
These guidelines can be implemented during geography
lessons and integrated with other school subjects.

The goal of these teaching and methodological
guidelines is to increase students' interest in studying
geography, develop spatial orientation and map-reading
skills, foster teamwork and collaboration skills, encourage a
healthy lifestyle, and cultivate a love for their homeland and
a respectful attitude towards the environment. The application
of teaching and methodological recommendations during
geography lessons will contribute to the development of key
competencies and transversal skills as outlined in the Model
Curriculum for Geography for Grades 6-9 in general
secondary education institutions (Fig. 1, 2).

Mathematical competency. Orienteering requires
students to navigate using maps and compasses, which
promotes spatial thinking, a foundation for understanding
mathematical concepts such as angles, distances, ratios,
and scale. Many orienteering tasks involve solving
mathematical problems, such as calculating the shortest
route, determining the optimal start time, or predicting
competition outcomes. By solving these problems,
students learn to apply mathematical knowledge
practically. Working with maps in the field helps students
study different landforms and terrain, developing spatial
thinking and understanding geometric relationships.
Additionally, students develop logical thinking as they
analyze information, seek solutions to specific problems,
choose the best route considering various factors such as
terrain and checkpoint locations, and draw conclusions.

Competencies in natural sciences, technology, and
engineering. Students learn to measure distances, navigate
using compasses and GPS, and record their routes and
results, which enhances their skills in precise
measurements and data recording methods. In orienteering,
students classify natural objects based on various
characteristics (e.g., type of forest or river species), which
develops their ability to systematize natural objects. They
also learn to explain and describe natural phenomena using
scientific terminology, becoming familiar with terms like
orienteering, terrain, scale, and geographic coordinates,
which helps them communicate more effectively in scientific
contexts. Students encounter research problems such as
determining the optimal route or analyzing terrain, which
aids in learning how to investigate nature. Practical
application of geographic knowledge during orienteering
enhances their learning experience.

Innovation. By incorporating elements of orienteering
into geography lessons, students can apply their ideas in
practical projects, such as developing routes, creating new
navigation methods, or improving existing orienteering
techniques. This fosters project-based thinking and the
implementation of innovative ideas. Students can invent and
test various strategies to achieve goals, which enhance their
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creativity and innovative potential. Teamwork during tasks
promotes collective creativity and the adoption of innovative
approaches.

Environmental competency. Since lessons incorporating
elements of orienteering are often conducted in natural
environments, they provide students with opportunities to
explore various ecosystems and familiarize themselves with
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their characteristics, which promote an understanding of the
importance of preserving the natural environment and
adopting responsible attitudes toward it. Orienteering can help
students learn to anticipate the environmental consequences
of human actions. While moving through natural settings,
students are taught to respect nature, avoid littering, and
adhere to principles of environmental protection. Students
learn to analyze the impact of different types of orienteering
on ecosystems, choose routes that minimize this impact, and
suggest ways to preserve the environment.

Information and communication competency. During
orienteering, students process information about routes,
distances, and territorial features, learning to identify and
analyze key information necessary for successful navigation
and overcoming obstacles. They develop skills in searching for,
processing, storing, and transforming scientific information
using modern information and communication technologies.

Lifelong learning. Incorporating elements of orienteering
into lessons sets clear and understandable goals for
students, such as finding all checkpoints in the shortest time
or with the fewest mistakes, which fosters the ability to set
goals, plan their achievement, and evaluate results.
Students learn different strategies, methods, and tools that
help them achieve their goals, and develop the ability to
choose the most effective approach to solving problems or
reaching objectives. They learn to plan their actions,
organize time and resources, and develop skills in
systematic problem-solving and planning in unfamiliar or
challenging conditions. Based on this experience, students
acquire the ability to independently gain knowledge, improve
their skills and abilities, and cultivate a desire and capability
for continuous learning.

Civic and social competencies. Lessons and competitions
are often held in scenic locations, allowing students to
explore their local area and become familiar with its features.
This can motivate students to share information about the
beauty and uniqueness of their environment with friends and
family. Students may also engage in addressing local
issues. Conducting lessons outdoors can give students the
opportunity to see environmental problems in their region,
such as pollution, deforestation, or soil degradation, which
can motivate them to participate in beautification and
conservation projects, as well as collaborate with local
authorities and community organizations. Students develop
collaboration and teamwork skills during orienteering. They
learn to discuss ideas, make joint decisions, and implement
projects while considering the opinions and support of other
participants. Additionally, orienteering is an active sport that
requires physical fitness, endurance, and coordination,
promoting the development and spread of a healthy lifestyle
among youth.

Cultural competency. Through engaging in orienteering,
students use knowledge from geography, cartography,
meteorology, and other natural sciences to navigate
effectively in natural environments. They learn to apply this
knowledge practically, which broadens their understanding
of natural processes and phenomena. Students explore
different natural landscapes, cultural features of various
regions, and the relationships between humans and their
environments, thereby developing a cultural worldview and
understanding the importance of preserving and respecting
diverse natural and cultural values.
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Entrepreneurial skills. Solving tasks, planning routes,
and managing time and resources are elements that
develop planning and decision-making skills. Orienteering
can motivate students to seek new opportunities and use
their knowledge and skills to achieve success, which
fosters entrepreneurial spirit and the ability to find
innovative solutions.

Therefore, applying these educational and methodological
recommendations will make geography lessons more
engaging and dynamic, increase student motivation, and
develop essential competencies, useful skills, and abilities.
It will also help students improve their physical fitness and
intellectual capabilities.

Discussion and conclusions

Orienteering is widely practiced in many countries, and
in Scandinavian countries, the UK, and New Zealand, it has
been integrated into secondary education. Orienteering
combines physical and intellectual abilities, allowing
students to develop comprehensively and establish a
connection between physical activity and navigation skills.
In Ukraine, orienteering is well-developed in almost all
regions but typically at the club level or in extracurricular
institutions. However, it is worth noting that orienteering has
been gaining popularity in secondary education institutions
since last year, thanks to the "Plich-o-Plich" (Side by Side)
project. Integrating orienteering into the educational process
has positive benefits: it promotes an active lifestyle,
increases motivation for learning, enhances decision-
making skills, fosters teamwork, and helps achieve common
goals while developing key competencies. The educational
and methodological recommendations for incorporating
orienteering into the school curriculum enhance students'
interest in natural sciences, develop map-reading skills,
encourage mutual support, foster a love for their homeland,
and stimulate engagement in sports and a healthy lifestyle.

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CHARACTERISTICS OF CHINA'S WATER RESOURCES, THEIR USE AND MANAGEMENT

Background. This article is a continuation of a previous study that characterized the hydrographic features of China. Its purpose is to
characterize China's water resources and the challenges associated with their use and management in a country that has been developing rapidly in
recent decades.

M e t h o d s . To write the article, the information posted on the official websites of the Ministry of Water Resources of the People's Republic of China,
the Ministry of Ecology and Environmental Protection of the People's Republic of China, the Water Resources Commission of the Yangtze River Basin,
and the global information system of the UN FAO — Aquastat-FAO (China profile) were used. The information was processed by statistical methods.

Results. There are 9 main groups of river basins on the territory of China. In the north are: Song-Liao (from the names of the Sungari and
Liaohe rivers) or Heilong (Amur)-Sungari; Huaihe; Yellow River; Hai Luan; internal river basins. The total average annual internal flow in these 5 groups
of river basins is estimated at 535.5 km®, which is almost 20 % of the country’s internal renewable water resources. In the south are the Yangtze,
Xijiang (Pearl), southwestern and southeastern river basin groups. The total average annual runoff of these 4 groups of river basins is estimated at
2,176.2 km?®, which is slightly more than 80 % of the country's. Internal water resources (local surface runoff together with groundwater) amount to
2812.4 km®. Accordingly, for 1 person — 2000 m®/year. Total water resources (local and transit surface runoff together with groundwater) amount to
2839.7 km®. Accordingly, for 1 person — 2011 m*/year. The annual assessment of water resources depends significantly on the water content of the
year (amount of precipitation).

Conclusions. InChina, a policy of integrated water resources management has been implemented, which was manifested in the adoption
of the Water Law, in the activation of the work of 6 river basin commissions and one lake basin, the implementation of the "Three Red Lines" strategy,
and the introduction of water rights trading. In China, over-exploitation of water resources in the previous period led to rapid depletion of aquifers in
important grain-producing areas, significant reductions in river flow, and often severe river pollution. According to official data, the efforts made by
government bodies are yielding positive results — the quality of China's surface water continues to improve.

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THE CURRENT STATE OF CARTOGRAPHY LEARNING IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS
OF GEOGRAPHY STUDENTS IN HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE
(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS
OF TARAS SHEVCHENKO NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF KYIV)

Background. Cartography is an important educational component at the bachelor's level of higher education in the training of future
geographers. It serves as a foundation for developing students' cartographic worldview, providing a system of knowledge about the methods of
representing the surrounding world, and laying the groundwork for basic approaches and cartographic culture in the creation and use of cartographic
works. Scientific and technological progress, along with other dynamic processes directly related to the safety of educational activities in higher
education, highlight the need to justify and rapidly implement modern forms and methods of teaching cartography in all educational programs for
geographers.

Methods. The general methodological foundation of the study is based on the core principles of invitation theory. To achieve the set goals
and tasks, the following approaches were employed: a systemic approach, methods: of analysis and synthesis, abstraction and concretization,
comparison, scientific classification, and information.

Results. It has been established that the majority of educational programs in the studied area include a mandatory component,
"Cartography,” or an integrated course, "Cartography with the Basics of Topography,” which are taught in the minimum necessary volumes (90 and
120 hours, respectively) to provide students with a basic level of cartographic competencies. The most optimal placement of cartographic disciplines
in the geography curriculum is in the 2nd or 3rd semester.

The existing forms of organizing cartography lessons in geography training include lectures, practical sessions, and consultations. Current
directions for optimizing cartography education include blended learning, increasing the role of interactive technologies, adaptive learning, and the
integration of artificial intelligence elements. A necessary condition for professional teaching of cartography in higher education is the presence of
highly qualified personnel with a basic education in cartography and the appropriate competencies at a sufficient level.

Conclusions. The current state of cartography education in the training of geographers at Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv
is characterized by the minimum required volumes, a well-coordinated place in the curriculum, and innovative teaching methods.

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PHYSICAL ACCESSIBILITY OF PEDESTRIAN INFRASTRUCTURE:
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY AND DEVELOPMENT TRENDS

Background. Walking is a basic mode of mobility that is accessible to everyone. However, not all pedestrian infrastructure is physically
accessible to all categories of users. This primarily concerns people with reduced mobility, such as people with disabilities or temporary loss of
mobility, the elderly, pregnant women, parents with strollers, etc. In the course of hostilities in the Russia-Ukraine war, the number of people with
disabilities among military and civilians is increasing and they have the right to use urban space fully. At the same time, it is impossible to use
outdated Soviet and car-oriented post-Soviet approaches to street planning and design hereafter. One of the most urgent tasks for Ukrainian cities
and communities in the development of pedestrian infrastructure is to ensure that pedestrian crossings are properly arranged and brought in line
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with modern regulations. In such places, the border between the roadway and the sidewalk made at the same level, as well as establishing of traffic
calming means are the normality for European cities. Ukrainian cities have been actively working on this task in recent years.

Methods. The methodology for studying physical accessibility of pedestrian infrastructure was developed on the basis of the current
regulatory framework of Ukraine, including the adaptation of international ISO standards in this area. In addition, theoretical studies by Ukrainian
scientists, as well as the experience of leading cities in developed countries and Ukraine, were taken into account.

Results. The case study, according to the authors’' methodology, was a study of surface pedestrian crossings in the central part of Kyiv
within the Shevchenkivskyi, Pecherskyi, Holosiivskyi, and Podilskyi administrative districts. The data was collected and processed in February-March
and updated in July 2024. The results of the study revealed that only 25% of the studied approaches to pedestrian crossings fully comply with
accessibility standards, with the highest accessibility rate demonstrated by Shevchenkivskyi district (32%). Instead, 48% of the approaches do not
meet the standards at all, and 27% were identified as partially accessible.

Conclusions. The study of pedestrian crossings in the central part of Kyiv revealed a significant number of accessibility deficiencies. Only
one fifth of pedestrian crossings comply with state building codes and national standards, which highlights a significant problem with the accessibility
of the urban environment for people with reduced mobility. The repairs that have been carried out to improve the situation often do not provide
adequate quality to ensure a barrier-free environment suitable for daily use by all. The majority of accessible crossings were found to have been
added during the overhauls, but the quality of the work is not always high and consistent. This creates a danger for pedestrians and worsens the
overall accessibility of urban space.

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MIGRATION PROCESSES AND QUALITY OF LIFE OF THE POPULATION
IN THE CONDITIONS OF WAR

Background. The transition of the Russian-Ukrainian war into the phase of high intensity, which fell on February 24, 2022,
became the cause of acute demographic and economic crises in Ukraine, mass forced migration. The processes to which the
Ukrainian state was gradually able to adapt in the period 2014-2021 acquired catastrophic proportions in 2022 due to the fact that
the entire country became the arena of military operations and destructive shelling. The consequences of Russia&apos;s full-scale
invasion of Ukraine will be felt even decades after its end. The war has already introduced a disproportion in the spatial distribution
of the population, which may deepen in the future.

Me tods.Using the comparative and geographical method, statistical analysis and synthesis, the quantitative indicators of
forced external and internal migration of the population due to the war in Ukraine were revealed, the level of quality of life of
internally displaced persons, the amount of destruction due to full-scale invasion and permanent shelling of the Ukrainian territory
was investigated. Ways to restore the destroyed territory, residential and non-residential infrastructure of the country are analyzed.
With the help of a qualitative method of sociological research (in-depth interviews), the experience of displacement of external and
internal migrants was investigated.

Results. The subjective vision of internal and external migrants regarding the prospects of their return to their primary
places of residence was determined, which directly depends on both the time spent outside their places of origin and whether
refugees and internally displaced persons have a place to return to, as well as other traumatic factors.

Conclusions. Reconstruction of the destroyed, overcoming the demographic crisis, well-thought-out housing and social
policy for the integration of internally displaced persons and encouraging the return of external forced migrants — these are the
challenges that are acutely facing Ukraine at the moment. Another important factor is that the disproportion, when the population
is unevenly distributed, mainly in the western regions of Ukraine, may be present even after the war ends. Accession to the

European Union, when those regions that are closer to the EU countries will be more developed, will deepen this skew.

Background

Since 2014, Ukraine has faced such a problem as the
forced migration of the population due to the annexation of
Crimea by the Russian Federation and armed aggression in
the Donetsk and Luhansk regions. According to the data of
the National Social Service of Ukraine, as of December 31,
2021, that is, almost two months before the start of Russia's
large-scale invasion of Ukraine, the Unified Information
Base had 1,476,148 internally displaced persons (IDPs).
After February 24, 2022, the forced migration of the
population became much larger. According to the
International Organization for Migration, as of April 2022,
only IDPs numbered 7 million 138 thousand 715 people. At
the same time, according to the estimates of the same
organization (IOM), the actual number of IDPs as of April
2024 has decreased to 3 million 548 thousand people. On
the other hand, according to the estimates of international
organizations, the number of Ukrainians who were forced to
go abroad is currently 6 million 483 thousand 500 people.
Despite the reduction in the number of IDPs, the problem of
forced internal migration remains extremely urgent and is
deepened by economic and demographic crises, as well as
a constant decrease in the quality of life of the population.
Taking into account the large number of people who were
forced to migrate abroad due to the war, the demographic
crisis in Ukraine will only deepen, and the territory of the
regions that are on the conflict line and are under constant
shelling, will undergo destruction and will continue to be
depopulated.

Literature Review. In the works of Y. V. Belinska,
O. I. Shevchuk (Belinska, & Shevchuk, 2023), S. Batychenko,
L. Melnik, S. Uliganets, N.Levinskova (Batychenko et al.,
2022) comprehensively analyzed and defined the aspects of
forced migration of Ukrainians abroad, research focuses on
finding ways to resolve the demographic crisis. E. M. Libanova
and O. V. Pozniak focused on the assessment of the scale
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and consequences of external forced migration for the
demographic and economic situation in Ukraine (Libanova,
& Pozniak, 2023).

In the study of I. V. Gukalova (Gukalova, 2022), attention
is paid to the impact of the consequences of a large-scale
war on spatial differences in the quality of life of the population
and to the assessment of the degree of destruction of the
urban environment. |. Zablodska, Yu. Rohozian, V. Blyzniuk,
O. Vartanova, N. Derzhak (Zablodska et al., 2023) in turn
focused on the analysis of spatial differences in the quality of
life of the population in different regions of Ukraine and
comparison of the obtained indicators with the standard of
living in other European countries.

Methods

The purpose of the study is to analyze socio-geographic
aspects of the quality of life of the population in the
conditions of the acute phase of the war between Russia
and Ukraine, damage and destruction of property and mass
forced migration.

Results

According to the report published by the Ministry for
Communities, Territories and Infrastructure Development of
Ukraine and prepared by the DREAM (State Digital
Restoration EcoSystem for Accountable Management)
Project Office in cooperation with associations of local
governments, the register of damaged and destroyed
property as of June 2024 includes more than 330,000 objects
real estate (Restoring the regions of Ukraine..., 2024).

About 330 thousand objects is an extremely large
indicator, and it can be understood that these are not even
the final numbers, because, firstly, it is currently not possible
to accurately calculate the data from the territories
temporarily occupied and devastated by the Russian army.
Secondly, in the unoccupied part of Ukraine, the amo unt of
destruction caused by permanent shelling is constantly
increasing. Therefore, this only strengthens the desire to
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search for ways of recovery and reconstruction, without
which the prospects for the economic and social development
of the state are doubtful. Therefore, maintaining the quality of
life of the population at an appropriate level is doubtful.
Simultaneously with the general decline in the standard of
living in Ukraine, there is also an uneven spatial distribution of
quality of life indicators, when it is higher in the western
regions of Ukraine than in the eastern, central and southern
regions (Zablodska et al., 2023).

Analyzing the DREAM report, made based on a survey
conducted among representatives of local government
entities of 400 communities in 24 regions of Ukraine; we can
conclude that 81.8 % of respondents are sure that the
reconstruction of immovable objects should take place
already during the war, but only in the volume necessary for
the life of communities. Another 16 % believe that, under
these conditions, reconstruction should take place to the
maximum extent, and 2.2 % believe that it should not be
carried out during the war. At the same time, 20.9 % of
communities are ready for maximum reconstruction, 69.9 %
are ready for reconstruction in the amount necessary to
restore community life, and 9.2 % are currently not ready for
reconstruction.

The monofunctional city of Bucha of Kyiv region belongs
to those localities of Ukraine that need a fairly large-scale
restoration. Therefore, RebuildUA is a project that is
engaged in the digitization, analysis and visualization of the
infrastructure of Ukraine destroyed by the Russian
Federation, made 23 flights over Bucha and took
4,565 photos for the orthophoto plan. They concluded that
2 thousand 515 buildings out of 20 thousand 254 were
damaged there buildings, of which 120 buildings were
severely damaged, and 185 were completely destroyed.
RebuildUA estimated the total amount of damages in Bucha
at 5.2 billion hryvnias. At the same time, 2 thousand
246 objects (89.4 %) are residential and homestead
buildings, 129 (5.1 %) are objects belonging to social
infrastructure, 127 (5.0 %) are objects, which belong to
industrial development and construction, 12 (0.5 %) — objects
of other infrastructure (Bucha. Digitization of destroyed
infrastructure, 2022).

At the same time, according to the data of the Bucha city
council in the Bucha urban territorial community, which in
addition to Bucha includes 13 more localities, 3 thousand
156 objects were damaged during the Russian occupation.
Of these 900 were restored fully or partially in the first one
and a half years after de-occupation with funds from the city
budget and higher-level budgets. During this period, about
548 million hryvnias were used to restore social facilities and
the housing stock.

According to the Ministry for Communities, Territories
and Infrastructure Development of Ukraine, the restoration
of social facilities in Bucha, in particular, is being
implemented within the framework of the Restoration
Program of Ukraine (A water supply facility..., 2024). At this
stage, thanks to participation in this program, the city of
Bucha plans to implement 15 projects (The program for the
recovery..., 2024), for the implementation of which the
European Investment Bank (EIB) gave a long-term loan of
340 million euros. Of these, 100 million euros were used in
June-July 2024 for the restoration of the waterworks site on
Tarasivska Street, building 14a (Reconstruction of water
supply facilities..., 2024).

However, the city of Bucha, which became known to the
whole world due to the atrocities of the Russian military and
is located next to Kyiv, and not on the remote periphery, can
hardly be considered an average statistical example of the
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restoration of Ukrainian localities. Thus, according to
DREAM data, over the past two years, in 98 % of the
communities that participated in the survey, from zero to
10 projects for the reconstruction of real estate of state
importance were implemented. In 97 % of communities,
from zero to 10 projects for the restoration and modernization
of immovable property of regional importance have been
implemented. About 89% of communities implemented from
zero to 10 projects of reconstruction of social objects
(Reconstruction of water supply facilities..., 2024). In 90 %
of communities, from zero to 10 individual projects of
citizens regarding the destroyed housing stock have been
implemented. From the published report, it is not clear how
many communities, among which the survey was conducted,
do not need significant reconstruction, because the
destruction was not so large-scale, and how many need it, but
do not have the resources, both financial and human, for it.

At the same time, large cities that are close to areas
with active hostilities or suffer from constant shelling and
destruction and have significant amounts of resources
(Kharkiv, Kherson, Zhytomyr, Zaporizhzhia, Kyiv) have
since the beginning of the large-scale invasion
implemented more than 100 projects with restoration. On
the other hand, among the leaders of recovery and
modernization, the report notes such cities as Lviv and
Khmelnytskyi, which is due to migration processes: a large
number of people who were forced to move to the West of
Ukraine after February 24, 2022.

Due to the large-scale war launched by the Russian
Federation against Ukraine, our country is experiencing the
largest forced population migration since the Second World
War. According to the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine,
the number of internally displaced persons reached
4.9 million by the end of 2023. Of them, 3.6 million are
persons who moved or re-moved after February 24, 2022
(Internally displaced persons, 2023). In addition, according
to IOM data, as of April 2024, the number of IDPs
amounted to 3 million 548 thousand people, while 4 million
734 thousand people who became internal migrants at the
beginning of a full-scale war returned to their place of
residence. On average, according to the IOM, about 82 %
of internal migrants lived outside their primary place of
residence for almost 600 days (Ukraine. Internal
Displacement Report, 2024).

At the same time, according to the UN Refugee Agency,
as of December 19, 2023, the number of Ukrainians who
ended up abroad due to the war was 6.3 million people. Of
them, 1.2 million were deported to aggressor countries
(some of them left voluntarily), and more than 5 million left
for other countries (Demographic development strategy...,
2023). According to the calculations of the Center for
Economic Strategy, by the end of January 2024, 4.9 million
Ukrainians were abroad due to a large-scale war (Ukrainian
refugees..., 2024). At the same time, the Center for
Economic Strategy does not clarify whether the number of
Ukrainians deported to the aggressor country was taken into
account in the calculations. At the same time, the Office of
the UN High Commissioner for Refugees estimates the
number of Ukrainians who were forced to go abroad
because of the war at 6 million 483 thousand 500 people, as
of the end of June 2024 (Ukraine Refugee Situation, 2024).

In turn, the Institute for Demography and Life Quality
Problems of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
estimated that as of August 2023, the population of Ukraine
had decreased to 36.3 million people. Of these, 31.5 million
people lived in the territory controlled by Ukraine. According
to the Institute for Demography and Life Quality Problems of
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the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, as of January 1,
2051, only 25.2 million people will live in Ukraine.This will
become possible due to a number of factors: low birth rate,
deterioration of the health of the population, increase in the
number of persons with disabilities, high rate of premature
mortality, mass forced migration of the population, illegal
deportation of Ukrainian citizens abroad by the Russian
Federation, demographic aging of the population
(Demographic development strategy..., 2023).

Ukraine has been desperately fighting the armed
aggression of the Russian Federation for 2.5 years, more
than 10 million people are forced migrants (internally
displaced persons, citizens of Ukraine who received
temporary protection abroad, persons forcibly deported to
the aggressor country). In addition, daily shelling is
destroying infrastructure and housing in the country. In these
conditions, it is difficult to hope for an improvement in the
quality of life of the population both in the short-term and in
the medium-term perspective. For example, according to an
IOM survey conducted in April 2024, only 25 % of internally
displaced persons are fully self-sufficient and do not feel the
need for assistance. Among IDPs who returned from forced
migration, this indicator is 50%, and among persons who did
not move, it is 58%. Despite the fact that in the last two
groups of the population the indicator of the provision of
urgent needs is clearly higher than in the first group, the data
indicate a catastrophic decline in the quality of life in
Ukraine. Of course, this is most noticeable among IDPs.
Therefore, for example, the most urgent need of 24 % of
IDPs is food (Ukraine. Internal Displacement..., 2024).

At the same time, the prospects for the mass return of
forced migrants to their previous places of residence are
also not very certain. According to the survey conducted by
IOM, 57 % of IDPs intend to stay in the settlements to which
they moved. At the same time, the largest number of internal
migrants who do not intend to return to their places of origin
are those who moved to Kyiv and the Kyiv region. 67 and
64 % of IDPs expressed their intention to stay in the capital
and region, respectively. If we take the general data for
Ukraine, then only 34 % of displaced persons intend to
move further — search for another place of residence or
return to the primary accommodation (Ukraine. Internal
Displacement..., 2024).

According to the results of our in-depth interviews
(Table 1), the gap between the desire of forced migrants,
both internal and external, to return home and reality widens
in proportion to the duration of their forced displacement.
The search for people for interviews was carried out using
social networks, as well as using the "snowball" method, that
is, the next respondents were selected based on the
recommendations of those with whom interviews had
already been conducted. Based on the analysis of the
answers, we selected four groups of respondents.

Group No. 1 — persons who moved from the temporarily
occupied territories of Ukraine back in 2014, that is, they
have a ten-year experience of forced migration.

Group No. 2 — persons who, until February 24, 2022,
lived in the front-line territories of the zone of the Operation
of the Combined forces, that is, in the parts of the Donetsk
and Luhansk regions controlled by Ukraine.

Group No. 3 — persons who, until February 24, 2022,
were not IDPs, did not live in the territory of the Operation of
the Combined forces, and became forced migrants after the
start of a large-scale war.

Group No. 4 — persons who moved from the temporarily
occupied territories of Ukraine in 2014 to the interior of the
country and did not leave their new cities in 2022.
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Thus, one of the respondents of group No. 1, who has
been under temporary protection in one of the EU countries
for the past two years, says that she is definitely not going
to return to the monofunctional city in the Donetsk region,
where she was born and lived until 2014, even if it is de-
occupied. Instead, she would like to return to Kyiv, where
she lived as an IDP from August 2014 to March 2022,
however, she notes that with the passage of time, with the
duration of the war, the prospects of returning are becoming
more and more illusory. Owing to the fact that at the age of
48, the respondent finds it increasingly difficult to return and
start life anew. Abroad, the respondent lives in a friend's
house, works in her specialty. She notes that, of course, the
moment will come when she will have to rent some kind of
accommodation, but in Ukraine, she also does not have her
own home in the unoccupied territory.

One of the respondents of group No. 2 became a forced
migrant in April 2022; his hometown in Donetsk region is not
occupied, but is located in close proximity to the front line.
He lived in the Dnipropetrovsk region for the first month after
the move, and then returned home to collect equipment from
his own small workshop and relocate his business. For two
years, the 50-year-old man has been living in Kyiv in a
rented house, where he also set up a new workshop.
Production revenues cover housing rent in Kyiv. The
respondent notes that the lack of own housing hurts the
pocket, however, there are also advantages of moving. This
is, first of all, a wider sales market, as well as better logistics:
in particular, we are talking about raw materials for
production, spare parts for equipment, and the ability to send
finished orders to customers. According to the respondent,
if in the first year and a half of the full-scale war, he and his
family were definitely determined to return to their
hometown, then during the last year, with each new month,
they have more and more doubts.

One of the respondents from group No. 3 lived in Kharkiv
before the large-scale invasion. In March 2022, she was
evacuated to the Vinnytsia region, where she lived for
several months, and then left for another two months to one
of the EU countries. In the fall of 2022, she returned to
Kharkiv, but in the summer of 2023, she moved to Kyiv. She
works remotely, and at the same time, since September
2023, she is studying at one of the Kyiv universities. She
lives in the apartment of relatives who have lived abroad for
a long time, so she does not pay for the rent of the
apartment, so she only pays for utilities. According to the
20-year-old respondent, the war is felt much less in Kyiv
than in Kharkiv, she feels much calmer and safer in the
capital. After graduation, she hopes to return home.

One of the respondents from group No. 4 evacuated in
2014 from a temporarily occupied monofunctional city in
the Donetsk region together with her family and
employees of the institution where she worked. Since the
beginning of the forced displacement, she has been living
in Kyiv, where in 2016 she and her husband bought a
home on credit. When Russia's full-scale invasion of
Ukraine began in February 2022, the family decided to
stay in Kyiv. It has not changed even though in the spring
of 2022 fragments of a Russian missile hit the entrance of
the high-rise building in which they live. The respondent
notes that the reluctance to be left without one's own home
again, to lose the feeling of home, to wander somewhere,
overcame the fear for one's own life: "we don't want to go
anywhere else". However, she also notes that the fear of
being in the occupation again is much greater for her than
the fear for her life.

It is worth noting that despite different life experiences,
traumatizing events, terms and circumstances of
resettlement, the degree of desire or reluctance to return
to the original place of residence, respondents of all four
groups acutely feel the uncertainty of the future. In
addition, this uncertainty is much greater than it would be
in peacetime or quasi-peacetime — before a large-scale
invasion. It is also interesting that the respondents belong
to those people who before the war were not going to move
anywhere from their hometowns. Therefore, for example,
a 20-year-old respondent from group No. 3 notes that
before the full-scale war of the Russian Federation against
Ukraine, she did not plan to study at a higher educational
institution outside Kharkiv. Another respondent from group
No. 3, whose house in the Kyiv region was burned by
Russian soldiers during the occupation in the spring of
2022, emphasizes that she had no intention of living
abroad before the large-scale invasion. Now she does not
plan to return: "When the house was set on fire, we barely
managed to run out of the basement, miraculously we
survived, and | don't want my children to ever see war
again...". In turn, the respondent from group No. 1 notes
that she was not going to move anywhere from her
hometown in the Donetsk region until 2014. She had no
ambitious plans to live in the capital, and even more so,
she was never one of those people who wanted to live
outside of Ukraine: "Instead, | lived in Kyiv for almost
8 years and have been under temporary protection in
Poland for 2.5 years...".

Currently, it is difficult to predict how many forced
migrants will not return to Ukraine from abroad. According to
forecasts, it can be about 600-700 thousand people, or
about 5-5.5 million. Everything will depend on the duration
and intensity of the war, the economic situation in the
country (Libanova, & Pozniak, 2023). From the analyzed

answers of the respondents of the in-depth interviews, we
conducted, among the main reasons that influence the
decision not to return, the following can be distinguished:

1. Security situation in Ukraine.

2. Destroyed housing, or housing that remained in the
occupied territories. In the case of housing in the occupied
territories, respondents note that even after de-occupation,
they would not want to return home, because they have
already lived outside these territories for 10 years.

3. Favorable economic situation in the places of new
accommodation.

4. Wider opportunities for employment and training.

In conditions where some of the forced migrants, even if
they have such a desire, actually have nowhere to return,
because their homes are either destroyed or located in
temporarily occupied territories, one cannot hope for a mass
return of Ukrainians from abroad and IDPs to their places of
origin. At least in order to stimulate it, the state should create
and implement appropriate programs. However, it is too
early to talk about it now, because Ukraine is in the acute
phase of the war. As long as it continues, the forced
migration of Ukrainians abroad and inland — away from the
borders with Russia and Belarus will continue. Thus, a
63-year-old respondent from group No. 4 says that she has
been under occupation twice in the last 10 years. The first
time was in the summer of 2014 in his native Donetsk region,
the second time was from February 24 to April 2, 2024 in the
Chernihiv region.

It is also possible to foresee an increase in cases of
relocation of enterprises and a deepening of the decline of
cities in the east and south of Ukraine with signs of
monofunctionality. It is quite likely that the decline of cities
located in the border zone next to the Russian Federation
will continue even after the end of the war. This will be due
to both the dangerous neighborhood and the reluctance of
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investors to invest money in these cities, as well as the
specifics of Ukraine's development after joining the EU,
when cities located closer to the borders with EU countries
will develop more intensively than others will. The
consequence of the new realities for Ukraine may be the
growth of the population in the western regions of Ukraine,
even in comparison with the migration processes of the war
period, which will become another challenge for the state.

Meanwhile, the mass migration of the population during
the war was and remains now a challenge for those cities of
Ukraine that host the largest number of IDPs. Places of
mass residence of displaced people are often not integrated
into the urban space, the urban landscape becomes more
heterogeneous due to the presence of temporary elements
in it for a long time. People who find themselves in such
temporary housing can live in them for several years, so they
need to be given the right to participate, together with local
residents, in choosing a place to set up modular towns, to
decide which projects will be implemented and what the public
spaces will look like nearby (Maciejewska et al., 2023).:

Forced mass migration increases the burden on the
infrastructure of cities, which is difficult to cope with such an
influx of people, on social services, public spaces, that is, it
also changes the life of the local population. The quality of
life of forced migrants, who are experiencing both military
and non-military stress related to the loss of their own
housing, personal space, search for a new job, adaptation
in a new place, difficulties of integration, does not meet the
standards. Despite the fact that temporary solutions, for
example, modular towns for displaced people, seem to be a
good solution for accommodating a large number of people,
because they are implemented quite quickly and in theory
can be quickly disassembled. However, in the practice of the
Ukrainian experience of 2014, it can be seen that the
application of the temporary measure stretched for years,
and in 2022, the geography of distribution of modular towns
has quite expectedly increased. At the same time,
international experience shows the negative consequences
of living in temporary collective housing. For example, it
negatively affected the subjective quality of life of internal
migrants who survived the war in the Balkans without
leaving the region (Matanov et al., 2013).

The solution to the problem could be the introduction of
a policy that would promote the construction of new social
housing according to European standards and protect the
interests of IDPs in the housing rental market (Verbytskyi,
2024). The implementation of such a policy could contribute
to the reduction of traumatic factors for internally displaced
persons and would enable them to integrate into the new
environment more quickly.

Conclusions

A large-scale war, a difficult security situation in Ukraine,
when any population center can be shelled and destroyed,
not only those located on the conflict line, mass external and
internal forced migration have become a significant
challenge for the state and have already led to a
demographic crisis. In the conditions of the acute phase of
the war, a significant decline in the economy and a decline
in the quality of life, uneven spatial distribution of the
population with large disparities, it is very difficult for the
state to respond quickly to these challenges. Currently, there
are almost twice as many forced migrants outside Ukraine
(6 million 483 thousand 500 people) as there are displaced
people within the country (3 million 548 thousand people).
Given the difference in numbers, at first glance it seems that
the return of external forced migrants to Ukraine is a priority.
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However, it is clear that the first priority is to develop and
implement a number of mechanisms that would help IDPs
integrate into a new environment for them. Solving the
housing issue for internally displaced people, changing
existing public spaces, building social infrastructure and the
transport network are also of primary importance for the
development of post-war Ukraine. A comprehensive solution
to these problems of IDPs can encourage a much larger
number of external forced migrants to return to Ukraine.

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CONDITION, TRENDS AND DEVELOPMENT FACTORS
OF THE TRANSPORT STRUCTURE OF THE CITY OF CHERNIVTSI

Background. A developed transport infrastructure is one of the defining elements of the sustainable growth of any region, because it
contributes to the improvement of people's living standards, creates conditions for the effective functioning of the goods and services market, and
is also a basic prerequisite for the economic growth of the country as a whole. Transport services occupy a significant place in territorial planning,
because the existing and planned transport network affects the potential level of use of the territory, the location and specialization of the economy,
the formation of network and logistics structures (houses, logistics centers, industrial parks, etc.). The rational use of urban space, a well-thought-
out combination of individual modes of transport (railway, road, urban, aviation, pipeline), establishing connections between communities by
individual modes of transport (access roads, train stations, stations and stops, airports) creates a single transport system, the operation of which
can ensure the minimization of time spent on the movement of passengers and goods, both internal and external, as well as closer and more intensive
connections between communities. Transport is involved in the creation of products and the distribution of these products to consumers, it
interconnects the production and consumption of products between different sectors of the economy, between countries or regions. Transport plays
an important role in the emergence and development of intensive exchange of goods between the various territories involved in this division. The
degree of development of transport depends on the growth of the division of labor in the territory, its strengthening and the emergence of new, more
efficient forms. Transport infrastructure has an impact on the quality of life and the development of cities, therefore a deep theoretical analysis of its
work becomes an important and urgent task.

Methods. The following methods were used: the comparative-geographical method of the transport structure of the city of Chernivtsi, the
analysis and comparison of the route network according to indicators of efficiency, resource consumption and satisfaction of passenger needs, as
well as the descriptive method.

Results. Using a descriptive method, negative trends in the transportation structure were identified, including the aging of vehicles, an
insufficient number of routes, and the overloading of key routes. An analysis of the route network was conducted based on efficiency indicators,
resource consumption, and passenger satisfaction. Based on the obtained data and analysis results, specific decisions can be made to optimize the
route network, including schedule adjustments, route reorganization, and improvements in service quality and passenger satisfaction. This approach
will contribute to enhancing the efficiency and effectiveness of urban public transportation.

Conclusions. It was found that the transport structure of the city of Chernivtsi needs constant development and improvement, as it does
not fully meet the needs of the population. Among the main tasks at the moment is the constant optimization and creation of new public transport
routes to meet the needs of residents and avoid duplication between buses and electric transport. The further functioning of the city's transport
system should be aimed at the maximum use of external opportunities and internal advantages, while simultaneously solving the problems of its
development to ensure quality transport services in the region.

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THEORETICAL BASICS OF STUDYING THE TOURIST POTENTIAL
OF THE CULTURAL AND ARTISTIC PHENOMENON OF THE UKRAINIAN BAROQUE

Background. Ukrainian Baroque is an important cultural and artistic phenomenon for Ukraine and has significant tourist potential, which
is relevant in the context of growing interest in Ukrainian culture. The latest research and publications were analyzed and an insufficient level of study
of the topic of such a narrow issue was revealed, but the topic was widely disclosed at the level of individual aspects. The purpose of the study was
to reveal the cultural and artistic phenomenon as a resource for tourism development using the example of the Ukrainian Baroque.

M e th ods. The methods of analysis, SWOT analysis, induction, historical and generalization were used.

Results. The concepts of culture, art, cultural and artistic phenomenon, cultural tourism, tourist potential, baroque, Ukrainian (Cossack,
Mazepa) baroque and the definition of the phenomenon were revealed. During the study, the author's definitions of tourist potential and tourist
potential of a cultural and artistic phenomenon were determined and proposed. A SWOT analysis of the tourism potential of cultural and artistic
phenomena was conducted.

Conclusions. The theoretical foundations of tourism research of the tourism potential of cultural and artistic phenomenon were
investigated and revealed. In particular, the Ukrainian Baroque was considered as a phenomenon that combines European Baroque trends with
Ukerainian traditions. According to the results of the study, specific sequential steps were proposed to determine the directions of development of the
tourism potential of cultural and artistic phenomena. Research directions were proposed to determine the possibility of using the phenomenon of

Ukrainian Baroque in tourism.
